Approval of Meeting Minutes
     The minutes of the February 9, 2012 meeting were reviewed.  Linda moved approval of the minutes as presented.  Abigail seconded and the motion was approved unanimously.
     The minutes of the June 28, 2012 meeting were reviewed.  Linda moved approval of the minutes with an amendment to remove the word “the” from the last sentence of the paragraph entitled “Public Hearing”.  Franz seconded and the motion was approved unanimously.
HDC Meeting Dates and Meeting Location
     The Commission discussed its meeting schedule through January 2013.  Franz suggested that there was no need for the HDC to meet in November or December unless there was a hearing prompted by an application.  The HDC decided that it will schedule its regular monthly meeting for the 2nd Tuesday of each month but that the meeting would only be held if business matters necessitated holding the meeting.  The next meeting of the HDC is currently scheduled for Tuesday, January 8, 2013.

     The Commission also decided to continue its meeting policy of automatically scheduling a regular quarterly meeting regardless of whether or not there were applications to be reviewed.

     The Commission members agreed there are significant advantages for meeting at the Town office meeting room as it provides access to all Town resources as well as the HDC files.
HDC Membership
     The Commission reviewed the status of HDC membership.  According to State statute (NH RSA 673:4) the HDC is allowed a membership of 3 to 7 members.  
     The Commission has previously determined that the Sanbornton HDC has 5 regular members (4 appointed by the BOS plus the BOS/Ex officio Member).  In addition, the same State statute allows up to 5 alternate members and the Sanbornton HDC currently has 2 alternate member positions.

     Bob Ward reported that the Planning Board has accepted the HDC’s invitation to have a Planning Board member serve as a regular member on the HDC and that Planning Board member Nick Orgettas has been appointed by the BOS to this position.
     The Commission discussed the need for additional alternate members on the HDC.  Franz will check with Scott Becket to see if he might be interested and Bob will check with David Rivers.  (Note: Bob spoke w David Rivers and he is interested in being appointed as an alternate member.  David will be invited to attend the January HDC meeting.) 

HDC Boundaries

     Bob Ward provided copies of several maps showing the boundaries of the Historic District as well as tax maps, aerial photos and a copy of the 1962 Master Plan for the HDC to review.  After some discussion the HDC decided to have Bob review the history of the northern boundary with Evelyn Auger to obtain additional information.

     This matter will be discussed further at the next HDC meeting.

Sign Guidelines

     The HDC reviewed the draft sign “regulations” dated 10/05/2011.  The Commission decided that this draft needs to be re-worded using wording which is less “regulation” language and more “guideline” language.  Bob will meet with Franz to review the language modifications.  The sign guidelines will eventually be incorporated into the HDC’s “Standards and Guidelines” document.  Abigail will check her notes on this matter and pass that information along to the HDC members.  Bob will contact Liz Merry for any information and input which she might provide. 
Other Business
There was no other business to come before the HDC.
Next HDC Meeting and Proposed Agenda

The next HDC meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, January 8, 2013.  Matters to be discussed are the sign guidelines and the determination of the northern boundary of the Historic District.
