Approval of Meeting Minutes
     The minutes of the April 30, 2013 meeting were reviewed.  Linda moved approval of the minutes as presented.  Franz seconded and the motion was approved unanimously.
     The minutes of the June 28, 2012 meeting were reviewed.  These minutes will be considered for approval at the next HDC meeting.
New Business

1. Review matter of house on corner of Sanborn Road and Gulf Road
Franz provided a review and background on the question of whether the new owners of the “Walter Ingals House” required an HDC approval of work they are proposing on the exterior of the house and stated that he felt this work did not require an HDC review and approval.  After discussion, the HDC agreed with Franz’s conclusion that there was no need for HDC review and/or approval of the work proposed. 
2. Discussion of recruiting new alternate members to HDC
The HDC discussed the need to recruit two new alternates to replace vacancies.  Franz will contact Scott Becket and Warren Lake.  Linda suggested asking Steve Ober and Nina Gardner.  Linda will contact Steve and Bob will contact Nina.  David suggested posting a notice at the Post Office asking for volunteers for the HDC and Bob will post the notice as well as post a notice on the Town website.
Old Business 

1. Continued review of HDC’s “Standards and Guidelines”
The HDC completed its review of the draft “Guidelines” with minimal changes.  The “Sign Section” will be reviewed by Franz and Bob on Tuesday, August 20 and will then be emailed to the HDC members for their review.
2. Discussion re distribution of “Standards and Guidelines” to Historic District Residents
The HDC discussed distribution of the proposed HDC “Guidelines”.  The process which was agreed upon was to send out a hard copy of the proposed “Guidelines”via US Mail with a cover letter explaining the proposed “Guidelines” as well as inviting residents and property owners in the Historic District to a public hearing where the HDC will present the proposed “Standards and Guidelines”.  Following the public hearing the HDC may consider amending the “Guidelines” and then will consider adoption of the “Guidelines”.
Other Business
