Call Meeting to Order



The meeting was called to order by Chairman Vail at 7:05 PM.

Approval of Meeting Minutes
     The minutes of the 11/18/2014 meeting were reviewed.  David moved approval of the minutes as presented.  Nina seconded and the motion was approved unanimously.
Discussion of Election of HDC Officers
As was decided at the last HDC meeting, this meeting would consider election of HDC Chairman.  Franz indicated that he wished to be replaced as Chairman.  After a brief discussion and polling the HDC members present, there were no members offering to serve as Chair of the HDC.  Therefore, this matter was tabled.  
There followed a discussion considering possible candidates for the Chair position.  Karen indicated that at the recent Town Meeting, two people volunteered to serve on the HDC, specifically Lynn Chong and Stewart Dyment.  These volunteers will be considered for the open positions of “alternate”.  Bob will contact them to attend the next HDC meeting.  
Concerning the matter of electing a new HDC Chairman, Dave offered to check with his wife to see if she is willing to be appointed as a full HDC member and then to serve as HDC Chair.  Franz offered to contact HDC members Nick Orgettas and Lisa Draper to confirm their ability to continue to serve as members of the HDC.  Linda offered to contact Dave Witham to explore his interest in serving on the HDC as an “advisor” and to invite
him to attend the next HDC meeting.  Karen suggested that Steve Ahlgren would be a good possibility for HDC membership and agreed to contact him.
The discussion ended with Franz agreeing to continue to serve as the HDC Chairman for the time being and with Karen agreeing to continue as the HDC’s ExOfficio member representing the Board of Selectmen.

 
      
Review of Report re HDC’s recent meeting with NHDHR
     The HDC reviewed Bob’s notes re the HDC’s meeting with the NH Division of Historic Resources staff on December 11, 2014 at the NHDHR office in Concord.  The HDC unanimously agreed that this was a very worthwhile meeting.  Bob noted that based on the Sanbornton HDC’s increased meeting activity with the NHDHR as well as its attendance at the Certified Local Governments annual training session in Keene last Fall that NHDHR was likely expecting the HDC to be filing a CLG application in the 2015 grant application round.

Certified Local Governments (CLG) Grant Application

       The HDC discussed a possible CLG application for 2015.  The HDC focused its discussion on CLG “Eligible Projects / Priority I” ideas for consideration.  Nina suggested there is a substantial need to provide greater knowledge of the Historic District and its purposes/requirements to property owners within the Historic District.  Bob directed the HDC’s attention to the NHDHR’s CLG handout document entitled “Eligible Projects”, which listed “Public Awareness and Education” projects as being CLG-eligible.  Linda suggested a possible project could be historical plaques mounted on historic houses in the Historic District and Karen suggested walking tours of the District on Old Home Day.  Bob suggested that both of these suggestions could be part of a “Public Awareness and Education” project.  Linda further suggested a stand-alone historical marker from the State placed on the former Ingalls homestead/studio.
       The discussion concluded with consensus that the HDC should pursue a “Public Awareness and Education” project.  Bob was tasked with checking details with NHDHR.
Next HDC Meeting 
The Commission decided that the next HDC meeting will be scheduled for May 12.
