            Approval of Meeting Minutes
     The minutes of the August 4, 2015 meeting were reviewed.  Karen Ober moved the approval of the minutes with an amendment to the section having to do with The Tyler Swain proposed project.  David Rivers seconded.  The minutes were approved unanimously as amended.
Public Hearing re proposed window and door replacement as requested by Abigail and Phil Mercer:  Phil Mercer made the presentation describing the proposed project to replace existing windows and doors in the existing house located at 10 Tower Hill Road.  He stated that the existing windows are the original windows which are no longer energy efficient.  The new windows are vinyl replacement windows manufactured by Harvey Windows and installed by Granite State Glass.  The windows are triple glazed; all double hung windows will be replaced with double hung windows; all casement windows will be replaced with double hung windows as well; picture windows will be replaced with triple mulled units of a center fixed glass window flanked by operable double hung windows on either side.  All double hung windows will be six lites over six lites, painted ivory on exterior.  Muntin grills will be installed by manufacturer.
            Stuart Dyment asked that the applicants provide the muntin grid they would like.  After extensive discussion, the HDC tabled the application to a re-scheduled date of October 13.  The HDC asked that the applicant provide a complete window schedule and detailed specifications for all replacement windows.  The HDC asked Town Planner Bob Ward to provide the applicant with a copy of the HDC’s “Standards and Guidelines”. 
Resignation by David Rivers:  David Rivers, full member of the HDC, submitted his resignation from the HDC due to increased demands on his time.  Karen Ober moved to accept David’s resignation with regret. The motion was seconded by Stuart Dyment and was approved unanimously.  The HDC asked Town Planner Bob Ward to submit a request to the BOS that HDC alternate Nina Gardner be appointed as a full member of the HDC.
Certified Local Government Grant application 

     Town Planner Bob Ward reported on the status of the Certified Local Government (CLG) grant application and reported that this matter has been scheduled on the BOS agenda for their action to accept the CLG grant and signing the NHDHR/CLG contract.
The CLG project is scheduled to start the end of September and run for 12 months.
HDC FY 2017 Budget

Town Planner Bob Ward reported that the HDC budget for Fiscal 2017 has been submitted to the Board of Selectmen.  
State Historical Marker at Ingalls House

The HDC will continue working on the marker application for the Ingalls House but it is not likely that any approval would be forthcoming this fiscal year due to NHDOT’s limited budget for historical markers.  Town Planner Bob Ward that he has checked

with the State Historical Society Library as well as the Sanbornton Library for the biography on Ingalls and found that it is available at the Sanbornton Library for reference only.

LCHIP Grant Application

     Karen and Bob reported on the status of the proposed LCHIP grant application for rehabilitation of the tower on the Old Town Hall.
