            Approval of Meeting Minutes
     The minutes of the October 13, 2015 meeting were reviewed.  Karen Ober moved the approval of the minutes as presented.  Nina Gardner seconded.  The minutes were approved unanimously as presented.
Continued Public Hearing re proposed window and door replacement as requested by Abigail and Phil Mercer:  Chair Nick Orgettas opened the continued public hearing which was continued from the October 13 meeting.  Abigail Mercer presented the applicants’ proposed project.  Mercer provided details concerning the windows which will be replaced and stated that the front façade windows would be six over six lite double-hung windows.  She stated that all the other replacement units would be casement windows or patio doors.  She stated that all window units would be provided by “Window World” as manufacturer and installer, would be vinyl, would match what is there now and that the project is scheduled for April 2016.
            Linda Salatiello stated that applicants have always provided photos or detailed drawings of what is proposed and what the HDC is asked to approve.

            After extensive discussion, Karen Ober moved that the HDC approve twenty-one replacement windows with “colonial grids” as specified by the applicant.  This list included 11 double-hung windows, 9 casement windows and 1 picture window.  The motion to approve also included 1 patio door and 2 exterior passage doors.  The motion was seconded by Linda Salatiello and was approved unanimously.
LCHIP Grant Application

Karen reported that Sanbornton’s LCHIP Grant application had been denied.  She further indicated that after the holidays the New Hampshire Preservation Alliance will contact Sanbornton’s point person Steve Ober concerning possible alternative options for funding the Old Town Hall tower rehab project through the “Moose Plate” grant program.
staff recently came to Sanbornton to inspect the Old Town Hall tower.  They indicated that the decision of grant awards would not be forthcoming until late November or December.  Karen reported that the Town of Sanbornton LCHIP grant application was the smallest submitted in the current grant round.
State Historical Marker at Ingalls House
After a brief discussion concerning application to NHDOT for funding and installation of the historical marker at the Ingalls House, the Stuart Dyment suggested that the HDC contact the owners of the property to discuss the proposed historical marker.  Town Planner Ward was tasked with making the initial contact with the property owners.

Other Business 
Nina Gardner reported that the house formerly owned by the Vintons (across Sanborn Road from the Town Office) were considering installing replacement garage doors on their existing garage.  The new owners will be in contact with Town Planner Ward concerning this proposed project.
Next HDC Meeting and Proposed Agenda

The Commission will schedule the next HDC meeting for January 12, 2016 if there is a project review application submitted for consideration by the HDC.
