Building Report:

The estimate for the repair of the overhang for the front door of the old portion of the building is $1,750.  This includes replacement of several clapboards, repair/replacement of the overhang as well as painting and making it weather tight.
The estimate for the repair of the second story window is $1,000.  This includes investigation of why the window is in such bad shape, replacement/repair of the window clapboards and painting and making it water tight.

The estimates are a little pricy because once they get into the job, there could be more trouble and this is the historic part of the building.

Discussion was tabled until the next meeting when Marla would be attending.

Book Return Box:  The box really is in sad shape and should be replaced.  To get it through the winter, David has volunteered to scrape and paint the box.

Ceiling in the Woodman Room is in need of repair, it needs to be painted.  Marcia and David to investigate on Friday after the rain to make sure that it is just the repair and not water damage.
Director’s Report

Charles Wyman has volunteered to make a few additional moveable bookcases.  The cost will be minimal, a few sets of heavy duty casters.

Steve and Karen Ober donated a book truck that is being used for the book sale books.

Luke Morrison has a collection box at the Library for new or gently used blankets and new socks that he is distributing to the needy.  This is part of Luke’s Eagle Scout Project.

The 4 H Club is collecting food for the food pantry.

There are seven wooden book shelves at the old town hall that belong to the Library that need to be moved by October 24th.  Steve Ober has offered to store them in his barn and measurements will be taken to see if they can be used in the Library.  If not, then they will be sold on Craig’s List.  Steve has already offered to buy two of the book cases if they are not used by the Library.
