Meeting Minutes
March 19, 2009
The meeting opened at 7:00 pm with the following members in attendance: Don Bormes, Chairman; Steve Ober, Selectman’s Representative; Dick Gardner, Member; Peter Dascoulias, Alternate and Bob Ward, Town Planner.

1. Role Call
As listed above. 

Absent were: Carmine Cioffi, Vice Chair; Helmut Busack, Member; Evelyn Auger, Alternate; Cindy Merchant, Alternate; Terry Lewis, Alternate and Mary Earley, Alternate.

2. Seating of Alternates for absent members

Peter Dascoulias was seated for Carmine Cioffi.
3. Action on Minutes

a. Regular Meeting Minutes of February 19, 2009


Dick Gardner made a motion to accept the minutes of February 19, 2009, seconded by Don Bormes. All in favor, motion carried.

b. Workshop Meeting of March 5, 2009


Dick Gardner made a motion to accept the minutes of March 5, 2009, seconded by Peter Dascoulias. All in favor, motion carried.
5. New Business


a. Pre-Application Discussion re: proposed 4-lot subdivision of an 18.2 acre parcel owned by The Claridge Trust (John Claridge, Trustee) located on Woodman Road, Tax Map 10, Lot 46-1.

Bob ward stated that this is a pre-application discussion for a proposed 4-Lot subdivision of an 18.2 acre parcel located on Woodman Road (Tax Map 10 / Lot 46-1) owned by the Claridge Family Trust, John Claridge, Trustee. The applicants are being represented by Harry Wood, Land Surveyor, for the purpose of this discussion. 

Mr. Wood stated that this proposed subdivision will consist of 4 lots. Lot #1, with the pond and Land Conservation Area, will be 5 acres, Lot #2 (which includes the existing house and barn) will be 3 acres and the remaining 2 lots will be 5 acres each. The 5% Land Conservation Area is approximately 2 acres and will be located on one lot as a conservation easement. Mr. Wood further stated that test pits have been done as well as wetlands delineation. There is approximately 1,600 ft. of road frontage. Most of the lot lines will follow existing walls and tree lines where possible. 


Steve Ober suggested using a shared driveway for two of the proposed lots to minimize curb cuts as well as staggering the houses to be more esthetically pleasing. Bob Ward stated that the Conservation Commission should have input as to the Conservation Area and any means of conserving the agricultural use of the property. Discussion followed concerning the use of plantings, staggering of houses and access points.

4. Old Business

Review of Proposed Zoning Amendments for consideration at Town Meeting 2009


Bob Ward stated that the deadline for publishing and posting the notice of the Public Hearing was last Thursday, March 12. The Public Hearing will be on March 23, 2009 at 7:00pm. The notice has been posted in 3 public locations as well has being published and the Laconia Daily Sun. 

Bob Ward stated that there are essentially 4 amendments which are being proposed. The first is to amend the existing definitions for “Building”, “Dwelling” and “Multiple Family Dwelling”. The second is to add new definitions for “”Accessory Apartment”, “Accessory Building”, “Accessory Structure”, “Single-Family Dwelling”, “Two-Family Dwelling”, “Dwelling Unit” and “Structure”. He further stated that the 3rd proposed amendment is to add Section X, Accessory Apartments”, to Article 4. The 4th and final proposed amendment is to add Section Y “Small Wind Energy Systems”, to Article 4.


The Board reviewed each amendment and discussed grandfathering and amnesty issues related to Amendment #3. Bob Ward stated that an amnesty clause would probably not work and would rather it state that any pre-existing two-family units would be grandfathered. Chair Bormes stated that it would be helpful if any that now exist notify the Fire and Police Departments concerning “Life Safety” issues. Steve Ober stated that existing units should be detectable through assessing and suggested notifying property owners to report units using an insert into tax bills.
6. Adjournment


Dick Gardner made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Peter Dascoulias. All in favor, motion carried.

Meeting adjourned at 9:15 pm.
