3. Old Business

a. Joint meeting of Sanbornton Planning Board with Master Plan Advisory Committee (MAPC) to review draft Master Plan (continued from October meeting)


The Sanbornton Planning Board continued its review of the draft Master Plan focusing on the Transportation and Energy Sections.


The Energy Committee provided a verbal report of its work on the Energy Section. The primary recommendations are as follows: 1) Develop Best Practices Policy for Energy Conservation. 2) Explore incentives programs which encourage building according to the development of “green” building standards for residential construction. 3) Encourage Town Meeting to adopt the VPA Innovative Land Use Techniques as an amendment to the Zoning Ordinance.

The Sanbornton Planning Board will continue its work on the draft Master Plan at the December Workshop meeting. This meeting will again be a joint meeting with the Master Plan Advisory Committee (MAPC) and the Energy Committee.
