
Sanbornton Planning Board

Meeting Minutes

May 20, 2010

1. Role Call

The meeting opened at 7:02 pm with the following members in attendance: Don Bormes, Chairman; Carmine Cioffi, Vice Chair; Andrew Livernois, Selectmen’s Representative; Dick Gardner, Member; Will Ellis, Alternate; and Bob Ward, Town Planner. 


Absent were:  Evelyn Auger, Member and Terry Lewis, Alternate 

2. Seating of Alternates for absent Members

Will Ellis was seated for Evelyn Auger.

3. Action on Minutes

a.   Regular Meeting of February 18, 2010

Andrew Livernois made a motion to approve the minutes of March 18, 2010 as presented, seconded by Carmine Cioffi. All in favor, motion carried.

b.   Workshop Meeting of April 1, 2010

Andrew Livernois made a motion to approve the minutes of April 1, 2010 as presented, seconded by Carmine Cioffi. All in favor, motion carried.

c.   Public Hearing on Zoning Amendments of March 22, 2010

Andrew Livernois made a motion to approve the minutes of March 22, 2010 as presented, seconded by Carmine Cioffi. All in favor, motion carried.
d. Regular Meeting of April 15, 2010
Andrew Livernois made a motion to approve the minutes of April 15, 2010 as presented, seconded by Carmine Cioffi. All in favor, motion carried.
Chair Bormes stated that it is the common practice of the Planning Board to elect new officers at the first meeting following Town Meeting. Dick Gardner made a motion to extend the term of the current officers until the next meeting when all voting members are present, seconded by Carmine Cioffi. All in favor, motion carried.

Chair Bormes stated that there is legislation coming forward pertaining to alternates. This states that alternates can sit for discussions but can not vote. It was stated that it would be a good practice to announce voting members at public hearings so that there is no confusion.

7. Planners Update
Bob Ward reported on a zoning matter pertaining to the Mark Robitille property on Bay Road. A variance was requested by the owner for the minimum set back from wetlands and Durkee Brook. The ZBA approved the variance and the Board of Selectmen challenged the decision within the 30-day time frame for appeal of the decision. The ZBA approved the Board of Selectmen’s request for a re-hearing which will be on June 22, 2010.

Bob Ward stated that the Master Plan is proceeding well and meetings are being held once a month. He further stated that changes have been made to the maps which will be included and a new contract with LRPA will be available at the June meeting for the Planning Board’s approval. It will then go to the Board of Selectmen for approval.

Bob Ward stated that all proposed zoning amendments were approved at the May Town Meeting. These amendments will be incorporated into the Zoning Ordinance as soon as possible and new copies will be made available.  The Zoning Map will be amended by the Lakes Region Planning Commission as soon as this work can be scheduled.
4. Old Business

a. 7:15 pm / Public Hearing:  Application P10-S03, Everette Severe and Sibyl Connolly Revocable Trust propose a boundary line adjustment between two lots (Tax Map 4, Lot 59 and Tax Map 4, Lot65) located on Plummer Road in the General Agricultural Zoning District.
Bob Ward stated that notices to abutters were mailed and all have been returned. The public was noticed with postings in three locations and all fees have been paid. Chair Bormes opened the public hearing.
Bob Ward stated that the checklist items are complete with waivers requested for items #17 (locations of existing and proposed buildings), item #19 (location of natural and manmade resources), item #20 (location of utilities) and item #25 (soils data). Bob Ward recommended that the Planning Board grant all requested waivers. Carmine Cioffi made a motion to grant waivers for checklist items 17, 19, 20 and 25, seconded by Andrew Livernois. All in favor, motion carried. Bob Ward stated that although the stamp of the Wetlands Scientist is shown on the plans submitted the signature is missing and will need to be present on the Final Plat. Chair Bormes stated that it is the normal practice of the Planning Board to require that all signatures are present prior to accepting the application as complete. Dick Gardner stated that this can be handled with a conditional approval. Chair Bormes made a motion to accept the application as complete, seconded by Andrew Livernois. All in favor, motion carried.


Everette Severe stated that there is limited access to his property due to a condition of the land along the road frontage which is hindered by steeply sloping land along Hermit Brook. The only current access is across Severe’s front yard and this BLA will provide access by means of a driveway. Andrew Livernois made a motion to conditionally approve the application for a Boundary Line Adjustment pending the signature of the Wetlands Scientist on the Final Plat, seconded by Dick Gardner. All in favor, motion carried.

b. 7:30 pm / Public Hearing:  Application P10-SO4, John Claridge proposes a 3-lot subdivision and boundary line adjustment of a 30- acre parcel of land identified as Tax Map 20, Lots 61-0 and 61-3 located on New Hampton Road (NH Route 127).
Bob Ward stated that notices were mailed and all have been returned. The public was noticed with postings in three locations and all fees have been paid. Bob Ward stated that the checklist items are complete seeing that item #20 (location of utilities) does not apply, no waivers are requested. Dick Gardner made a motion to accept the application as complete, seconded by Carmine Cioffi. All in favor, motion carried. 
Chair Bormes opened the public hearing. John Claridge stated that lot #1 is depicted as 14.8 acres and lot #2 is 13.8 acres with common access using the existing driveway. Parcel A is 5 acres and will be annexed to the property of Michael Farrington. The existing common area of 2.51 acres will be absorbed and reconfigured. Claridge’s surveyor, Colin Brown, stated that the status of the common area is that it is not really common land and only a restricted area. It was never conveyed in any deed to any other property owners and is completely contained within the Claridge lot.
Andrew Livernois asked if there was anything in the minutes from the original subdivision stating that there could be no future subdivisions of the Claridge property. Bob Ward stated that there was not. 


John Claridge stated that the original 2.51 acres of restricted land will now become 2.86 acres of conservation land to be located along Salmon Brook. Bob Ward stated that the standard language for the conservation land is already on the plan.


Chair Bormes opened the hearing to abutters. Jonathan Marchand stated that he would like to view the plan for any impact on his property. Bob Ward stated that DOT approval for the common drive has already been granted and provided. Dick Gardner made a motion to approve the application as presented, seconded by Andrew Livernois. All in favor, motion carried.
c. 7:30 pm / Public Hearing:  Application by Public Service Company of New Hampshire to trim and/or remove trees and brush adjacent to and beneath PSNH power lines along the eastern portion of Perkins Road, which road is a Town-designated “scenic road”.   
Bob Ward stated that notices have been published two times in the Laconia Sun newspaper and to posted in the usual locations in Town. PSNH contacts all property owners effected. David Crane, the representative from PSNH, stated that work will be conducted by Asplund Tree Service and will take place on Perkins Road. This is part of the annual maintenance cycle and this area has not been trimmed in 4 years. This will involve removing limbs and brush 4” in diameter above, under and to the sides of the power lines. Larger trees are removed on a case by case basis if dead or decayed. There are 3 – 4 trees in this area which have been tagged by PSNH for removal. Andrew Livernois asked where the trees are located which will be removed. They are on an underdeveloped portion of land on a sharp corner and should improve visibility. There is a large dead oak which sits on the corner of a driveway and Crane stated that the land owner will be notified in this case. Discussion followed pertaining to the color of flagging used to mark trees for removal.  Orange flagging is usually/currently used. Bob Ward stated that this is a common color and suggested using green and white stripped flags and marking them with black marker as due for removal by PSNH. Bob Ward will put this in writing and send to PSNH along with the bill for advertising the public hearing.
Carmine Cioffi made a motion to allow the trimming of trees on Perkins Road as described including the 5 trees marked for removal, seconded by Andrew Livernois. All in favor, motion carried.
5. New Business
None.

6. Other Business
Bob Ward stated that all 2010 Planning Board terms expire on June 1, 2010. Carmine Cioffi’s term will expire. Dick Gardner made a motion to recommend Carmine Cioffi for another 3-year term, seconded by Andrew Livernois. All in favor, motion carried. Bob Ward stated that Andrew Livernois is also expiring for his term as Selectman’s Representative. Andrew Livernois stated that the Board of Selectmen already reappointed him as Selectman’s Representative for another year.
7. Meeting Adjourned
Dick Gardner made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Carmine Cioffi. All in favor, motion carried.
