Workshop Meeting

Meeting Minutes

August 5, 2010

1. Role Call


The meeting opened at 7:00 pm with the following members in attendance: Don Bormes, Chairman; Carmine Cioffi, Vice Chair; Evelyn Auger, Member; Nick Orgettas, Alternate and Bob Ward, Town Planner. 


Absent was: Andrew Livernois, Selectmen’s Representative; Dick Gardner, Member and Will Ellis, Alternate.

2. Seating of Alternates for absent members


Nick Orgettas was seated for Dick Gardner

5. Other Business


b. Report and up-date on status of Lake Winnisquam Watershed Management Plan


Don Foudriat stated that they are very close to hiring a consultant who will look at Lake Winnisquam as an entity and establish the current degree of pollution and also how much more can be tolerated before water quality is degraded. This information will be based on existing water quality and land use data. Phase II of the study will look at 3 acres in the Black Brook Watershed to determine what it would look like at full build out using current zoning ordinances. It will also be determined how much pollution is currently draining into Lake Winnisquam from the Black Brook watershed. 


Evelyn Auger asked if Meredith will be sharing data for this phase of the project. Don Foudriat stated that they have not yet done so but he will keep trying to obtain the necessary data. He further stated that he would like a representative from Meredith on the Lake Winnisquam Water management Advisory Committee. Evelyn Auger stated that this project will provide a useful tool for all land use boards. Don Bormes stated that he would like to see Meredith more involved as they control a large portion of the lake. Bob Ward stated that he will start working on the figures for full build out of the area based on current zoning. 

3. Old Business


a. Update on “LRPC Housing Needs Assessment”


Bob Ward stated that Lakes Region Planning Commission is preparing an up-dated Regional Housing Needs Assessment using existing data for this report and is in the final stages of editing the draft report and approval. The assessment will be distributed to local governments. Bob Ward further stated that he will use this data to compile the Housing Section for the Master Plan update. This section will come at a later date and will also use data from the 2010 U. S. Census.


b. Update on Master Plan


Bob Ward stated that the Vision, Goals and Objectives and Land Use Sections are completed. He further stated that an Energy Committee member is working on a proposed draft of the Energy Section and that he is working on a draft of the Transportation Section. Bob Ward also stated that they are nearing completion of the Master Plan for adoption and a tentative date for presentation to the public and then the Planning Board. 
4. New Business


a. Review and approval of “Master Plan Mapping Agreement” with Lakes Region Planning Commission

Bob Ward stated that a mapping contract has been submitted by the LRPC for additional mapping services Bob Ward stated that he is presenting this to the Sanbornton Planning Board for it’s approval prior to submitting it to the Board of Selectmen. Carmine Cioffi made a motion to approve the proposed contract for signing by the Board of Selectmen, seconded by Evelyn Auger. All in favor, motion carried. 

Bob Ward stated that there are changes to the zoning map from zoning amendments made by Town Meeting in 2010 and he will be speaking to LRPC to revise the current zoning map. Evelyn Auger requested that a copy of the new town wide base map be included in the 2010 Town Report as it will reflect road name changes. The Board of Selectmen had agreed to place road name changes in the 2009 Town Report but it was overlooked so this will be useful to the residents in town. 
3. Old Business (continued)


c. Finalize review of Planning Board’s “RULES OF PROCEDURE” 


Bob Ward stated that all sections of the Rules of Procedure have been reviewed and amendments completed except for the “conflict of interest” section. Selectman Livernois had stated that he would review this section and present a draft. Bob Ward stated that he will forward this section to Selectman Livernois for this purpose. Bob Ward also stated that once this section is complete, revisions will be typed up and it will be ready for review and adoption by the Planning Board.

4. New Business (continued)


b. Review and comment to New Hampshire Liquor Commission concerning proposed issuance of “Wine and Manufacturer Liquor License” to HERMIT WOODS, INC. for proposed vineyard / wine manufacturing / wine tasting room located at 56 Taylor Road


Bob Ward stated that this will be a fruit based wine manufacturing business and not a vineyard. Discussion is based on a letter received from the State Liquor Commission requesting comments from various town boards. Nick Orgettas asked if this use is permitted in the current Zoning regulations. Bob Ward stated that it is appropriate for the Planning Board to pose comments and concerns at this phase and that a Site Plan Review by the Planning Board will come after the license is issued by the NH Liquor Commission. Discussion followed concerning the benefit of this business to the Town of Sanbornton. Bob Ward stated that he can draft a letter to the State Liquor Commission stating that regulations must be followed and permits must be required and also that the Sanbornton Planning Board will be reviewing those facets when appropriate. Evelyn Auger stated that the letter should also state that the business seems very appropriate and is welcome once all requirements are met.
5. Other Business


a. Update on recent matters before the Sanbornton Zoning Board of Adjustment


The Planning Board reviewed recent cases which have come before the ZBA. Discussion followed concerning manufactured homes being the only structures allowed in the Forest Conservation District. Bob Ward suggested that perhaps an amendment to the Zoning Ordinance for 2011 concerning this would be important to do. Bob Ward also stated that he will research the amendment history of this district to see exactly when this change was made.

Carmine Cioffi made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Nick Orgettas. All in favor, motion carried.
