Workshop Meeting

Meeting Minutes

August 19, 2010

1. Role Call

The meeting opened at 7:00 pm with the following members in attendance: Don Bormes, Chairman; Carmine Cioffi, Vice Chair; Dick Gardner, Member; Will Ellis, Alternate; Nick Orgettas, Alternate and Bob Ward, Town Planner. 


Absent were: Andrew Livernois, Selectmen’s Representative and Evelyn Auger, Member. 

2. Seating of Alternates for absent Member

Nick Orgettas was seated for Evelyn Auger.

3. Action on Minutes

a.   Regular Meeting of July 17, 2010

Carmine Cioffi made a motion to accept the minutes of July 17, 2010 as presented, seconded by Dick Gardner. All in favor, motion carried.

b.   Workshop Meeting of August 5, 2010

Carmine Cioffi made a motion to accept the minutes of August 5, 2010 as presented, seconded by Nick Orgettas. All in favor, motion carried.
4. Old Business
a. Review of newly revised Zoning Map.

Bob Ward reported that he was told by Lakes Region Planning Commission (LRPC) that the revised Zoning Map would be available by last Friday but it has not been received yet. 

7. Planners Update


Bob Ward stated that he received a request for a Level 1 Home Occupation from Warren Lake at 3 Tower Hill Road. This request is for a home-based law office. The only employees will be Mr. lave and his wife. The square footage for the office is 250 sq. ft. which calculates to approximately 7 1/2 % of the total area of the dwelling. The request complies with all items on the checklist and has been forwarded to the Police Department, Fire Department and the Health Officer for comment. Bob Ward stated that he has heard back from the Police and Fire Departments and both commented favorably. The deadline for response has passed. 

Carmine Cioffi made a motion to approve the request for Level 1 Home Occupation, seconded by Dick Gardner. All in favor, motion carried.

5. New Business

a. 7:15 pm Public hearing for proposed Boundary Line Adjustment of a 1.50 acre parcel owned by Kevin N. Morrisette 2000 Trust. This parcel of land is located at 179 Lower Bay Road in the Recreational Zoning District and the Shoreland Overlay Zoning District. This parcel of land is identified as Tax Map 17, Lot 58.

Bob Ward stated that notices to abutters were mailed and the public was noticed with postings in three locations. All fees have been paid. Chair Bormes opened the public hearing. Bob Ward stated that the application is complete provided that waivers requested for checklist items #15 (Topographic Contours), #17 (Existing Buildings), #18 (Location of Travel Surfaces), #19 (Natural and manmade resources) and #25 (Soil Data) are granted by the Planning Board. Bob Ward stated that the waivers requested are reasonable and recommends granting all requested. Carmine Cioffi made a motion to grant waivers for checklist items #15 (Topographic Contours), #17 (Existing Buildings), #18 (Location of Travel Surfaces), #19 (Natural and manmade resources) and #25 (Soil Data), seconded by Dick Gardner. All in favor, motion carried.
Dick Gardner made a motion to accept the application as complete, seconded by Carmine Cioffi. All in favor, motion carried.

Ron Johnson, Engineer, appeared and presented for the Applicant. Mr. Johnson stated that this property and will be used for 2 building lots for family residences. The existing drive will be used commonly for the two lots. An Area Variance for lot size was approved by the ZBA. Carmine Cioffi made a motion to approve the application for BLA, seconded by Nick Orgettas. All in favor, motion carried.

7. Planners Update (continued)


Bob Ward stated that the LRPC applied for a grant from US EPA for the entire region in regards to “brownfields”.  The term Brownfields refers to land that is abandoned or underused in part because of possible environmental degredation concerns. The LRPCF Brownfields Assessment program will provide grant funding to conduct environmental assessments of underutilized site in the Lakes Region, qualifying environmental liabilities and providing options for addressing them. The program also provides necessary information to enable sites to be cleaned-up as well as facilitates redeveloped. Chair Bormes asked if there is any cost to the Town. Bob Ward stated that the first stage is to conduct an inventory and a preliminary environmental assessment. He further stated that (Credere Associates) is conducting surveys and that LRPC has extended the deadline to nominate sites. 

Bob Ward stated that there is a regular monthly meeting on the LRPC’s Brownfield Advisory Committee scheduled at LRPC next Tuesday (August 24th). Bob Ward stated that Planning Board representation at the meeting would be useful. Chair Bormes and Nick Orgettas expressed interest in attending. Discussion followed pertaining to the scope of potential projects in Sanbornton. 
6. New Business (continued)

b. Pre-Application Conceptual Meeting with Peter Thompson concerning conversion of a previously existing 2.76 acre “common land” parcel to a building lot. This parcel of land is located in NH Route 127 (New Hampton Road) in the Residential Zoning District and is identified as Tax Map 15, Lot 64-0.


Bob Ward stated that Mr. Thompson is not present so only the history of the property and basic information will be discussed. The original 3-Lot subdivision was done in 1985 by Doris & Christine Thompson and Jean Macheski. The subdivision created 3 building lots with a 5% conservation area. The total acreage of the original lot was approximately 44 acres. Peter Thompson would like to discuss the possibility of converting the “common land” lot into a buildable lot for his daughter in exchange for a different parcel of common land or an easement. 


Bob Ward stated that he would like to consult with Attorney Bernie Waugh on this an dpossibly invite him to the next business meeting to discuss detailed steps with the Planning Board and Mr. Thompson. Discussion followed concerning other areas of common land in town. Bob Ward further stated that this might require a new subdivision plan. Mr. Ward will check with Attorney Waugh and Mr. Thompson to set a time for the meeting.

7. Other Business

None.

8. Adjournment

Carmine Cioffi made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Dick Gardner. All in favor, motion carried.
