The meeting was called to order by Planning Board, Chair Bormes at 7:04 pm.

Old Business

Update on the Master Plan – TP Ward stated they originally discussed having the Master Plan Advisory Committee in attendance this evening for the final presentation of the final draft of the Master Plan. TP Ward noted that the text is complete but the LRPC is a little behind in the production of the maps and he hopes to have everything ready for a Public Hearing in November.      

Update on Rte #3 Auto Sales – TP Ward informed the PB that there has been a change in legal representation for a number of reasons and they have decided it is not a good idea to represent two Towns, in case there is a conflict of opinion between them. The Attorney has prepared a letter to the TPB to inform them of the decision. The PB reviewed copies of the letter dated 10/6/11. TP Ward stated Nick Canzano (Member of the Tilton PB that stepped down) has contacted him for a meeting (met on 9/15/11) as Giguerre’s Representation. TP Ward noted he has located the 96’/97’ approved Site Plan that was approved by both Planning Boards, which shows a distinct violation. The PB reviewed the Site Plan. TP Ward stated the plan only shows the existing condition, it doesn’t even meet the Town’s requirements for Site Plan mapping or regulations which were in place. Evelyn Auger stated the Site Plan was approved for one car and potential vehicle repair & inspections. TP Ward stated a new Site Plan is needed and Mr. Canzano indicated they would be moving forward to produce one, the ball is in their court. The Site Plan Review Regulations were given to Mr. Canzano. The PB agreed there should be a 60-day timeline set for them to provide an existing conditions map and Site Plan, showing trees, impervious surface, etc. November 15, 2011 will be the submission deadline for a potential Public Hearing in December. Dick Gardner suggested a formal notification be requested from the NH DOT and TP Ward replied he would contact DOT.  

Continued discussion Re: Land Use Regulation Fee Schedule – The PB reviewed the fee schedule. Nick Orgettas suggested $10 per subdivision notice and $75 per recording. Dick Gardner noted the board needs to be sure it is covering its costs. Chair Bormes stated he likes the suggestion because it keeps Sanbornton in line with the other Towns. Evelyn Auger stated the board consider per unit vs. per acre, under the site plan section. Evelyn Auger suggested changing the multi-family residential fee to $200 plus $50 per unit and the commercial fee to $200 plus $100 per additional acre of disturbance. The Planning Board agreed with the suggestion. Nick Orgettas suggested the “merger” fee be changed to $20 dollars. TP Ward stated the recommendations would be given to the BOS. Dick Gardner made a motion to adopt the new Land Use Regulation Fee Schedule as amended. Carmine Cioffi seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  

Site Plan Review Regulations – Public Hearing scheduled for October 20, 2011.  

New Business


Update on Master Plan’s  Mapping Services contract w/ LRPC – TP Ward reported that $1,566 dollars of the contract has been satisfied, $1,567 dollars is the balance and there has been $560 dollars in changes to the Zoning map. The Master Plan Advisory Committee (MPAC) thought the conservation land map was needed and has been added to the contract. TP Ward stated the board is going to have to wait until the FY 2013 budget to pay the remaining amount (8-9) months before the Master Plan can be completed. The Master Plan will move forward as a text version. TP Ward noted the LRPC may pay the balance if the receive the Sustainable Energy Grant.  

Update on meeting with the Historic District Commission Re: Proposed amendments to Article 9 of the Zoning Ordinance – Article #9 has been rewritten. A Public Hearing is scheduled for October 20, 2011 and then will need Town Meeting approval. Evelyn Auger asked if they would be able to discuss the HDC's Guidelines because once a person is given the document they may think it is regulation. TP Ward replied concerns could be discussed on 10/20/11.  

Review & Approve the proposed FY 2013 budget for the Planning Board – Dick Gardner made a motion to level fund the Planning Board budget. Evelyn Auger seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 

2011-2012 NH Planning and Land Use Regulations book – The PB approved purchase of the new booklets. 

                  Other Business



Wadleigh Road – “Autumn’s End” Barn -  TP Ward referred to a news article regarding 



the barn owned by Chong/Pearlman. TP Ward stated complaints have been received from   

Stacey Hoyt. TP Ward noted he has met with the Police Chief & Fire Chief with the Fire Chief expressing concern with egress. TP Ward noted that he has spoken with Mr. Pearlman who indicated the news article was erroneous, there is no industrial oven, the third floor is an art studio & office and is used for private (friends & family) barn dances only. TP Ward stated the article was not written by Mr. Pearlman and believes it may have been written by the performer in the article. Evelyn Auger stated there is no money exchanged and asked what they would need to provide to prove the barn is being used privately. Chair Bormes stated the advertisement of entertainer/musicians makes it a business of some sort and the PB needs to make sure they are following the Town's Ordinances. TP Ward noted “Autumn's End” has a website and he would investigate further.
