The meeting was called to order by Planning Board, Chair Bormes at 7:04 pm.

Seating of Alternates for absent Regular Members – Chair Bormes asked Nick Orgettas to be voting member in Evelyn Auger's place. 

Public Hearing Re: Proposed amendments to Site Plan Review Regulations -  Chair Bormes asked if all hearing notices were posted and TP Ward stated yes, all of the posting regulations were complied with. No public was present, Chair Bormes postponed opening the Public Hearing for public attendance. 

Review/Approve the draft minutes – Carmine Cioffi made a motion to approve the draft meeting of 4/21/11, 6/16/11, 9/1/11 and 10/6/11 with a change to the attendance record in the 10/6/11 draft. Dick Gardner seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  

New Business

Meeting with Historic District Commission Re: proposed amendments to Article #9 of the Zoning Ordinance -  

TP Ward informed the PB that the meeting has been postponed because the HDC is requesting an Attorney to review what they are proposing, so the document can be vetted before it comes before the PB. TP Ward noted that the BOS would need to give them permission. Chair Bormes asked if the money for the Attorney would come from the HDC budget because the PB budget is low, due to the funding for the Master Plan. Dick Gardner stated he does not feel the document needs to be vetted but it may be best for the BOS to bring it to the Town's Attorney. TP Ward stated the Historic Preservation Zoning District is being changed and he is not sure the HDC has the authority to change it. Dick Gardner stated they set out to design an ordinance specific to historic preservation standards & guidelines. TP Ward noted a historic preservation consultant helped with most of it and then the HDC ran with it. Chair Bormes stated it would be the Selectmen's decision whether to spend money on an Attorney. Dick Gardner suggested that TP Ward spell out the issues and ask the questions to the Lawyers, so a complete review wouldn't be needed. Carmine Cioffi made a motion to allow TP Ward to contact the Consultant used by the HDC, (if needed) contact the Town's Attorney and look into the proposed changes then report back to the PB. Dick Gardner seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Chair Bormes stated it sounds like some things have been co-mingled and certain things are needed but can't mandate things. The PB requested copies of the changes made to Article #9 of the Zoning Ordinance.   


Old Business

Update Re: Schedule of fees for Land Use Regulations – TP Ward stated the newly proposed fee schedule for the Land Use Regulations has been provided to the BOS for their consideration.      

Update on Site Plan for Giguere Auto Wholesalers  – TP Ward provided copies of the Tilton Planning Board's meeting minutes from 9/13/11 for review.  TP Ward stated he has spoken with the Tilton Planner and requested another joint meeting for November 8th and has also prepared a letter to Giguere & Nick Cazano, to be sent out tomorrow. TP Ward noted the meeting on the 8th will only be held if an Site Plan Application is submitted, if not then the November 15th deadline stands. TP Ward stated the PB may need to plan for a January Public Hearing, due to the holidays. A  new time-line of the Giguere events was given to the PB.   

Update Re:  “Autumn’s End” Barn – TP Ward informed the Board that he has met with Rob Pearlman who provided pictorial evidence of the barn and categorically denied what was printed in both newspapers. TP Ward stated the property is private, nothing commercial and he asked Mr. Pearlman if they would be allowed to tour the property, Mr. Pearlman replied “no”. Mr. Pearlman the replied “well maybe” but stated he would need to check with his Attorney. TP Ward noted the issue is still in limbo and he has sent a memo to the BOS with the facts only for guidance. Dick Gardner stated his opinion was turned around when he saw the information on the internet and forwarded it to members. Chair Bormes noted the Board needs to treat everyone the same and they may need an “Open Air” permit. Dick Gardner noted the issue is not a PB matter, it is the ZBA's. TP Ward stated the 40 x 60 barn may have a Home Occupation issue. Dick Gardner stated a lot of people have offices out of their homes with no vehicular traffic but if this is the issue then major revisions need to be made. Chair Bormes noted the Fire Chief has no right unless there is a violation or the State Fire Marshall investigates but since we know something is going on, if something happens then it would be criminal negligence. The issue of a potential Home Occupation, Level #1 will be discussed with the BOS.  

Public Hearing Re: Proposed amendments to Site Plan Review Regulations – Continued – Chair Bormes opened the Public Hearing at 8:30 p.m. Carmine Cioffi made a motion to close the Public Hearing at 8:31 p.m. Dick Gardner seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Nick Orgettas made a motion to accept the Site Plan Review Regulations as drafted. Dick Gardner seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.   

                  Other Business


Job Description – Town Planner – After brief review, the PB recommends taking the address out of the “Work Location and Hours” section. To BOS for consideration. 

Planning Board – Budget – Has been level funded. The PB is scheduled to meet with the Budget Committee on November 15th.
