The meeting was called to order by Planning Board, Chair Bormes at 7:02 pm.

Seating of Alternates for absent Regular Members – Chair Bormes asked Will Ellis and Nick Orgettas to be a voting members. 

Review and Approve draft minutes – 4/05/12 – Nick Orgettas made a motion to approve the draft meeting minutes of April 5, 2012 with one correction. Dick Gardner seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 

New Business 

4a. Level One – Home Occupation, Harry Green of 28 Taylor Road – Mr. Green explained his stepfather Roger Pelletier used to run the machine shop and has offered him some machining tools because his stepfather has moved to Maine. Mr. Green stated the machine shop would only employ himself, he has worked for NH Ball Bearing for 17years and went to college in the “machine” field. Dick Gardner asked if there would be an increase in traffic. Mr. Green replied not really, it would be for specialty items and items would be picked up or delivered. Mr. Green provided the PB with a safety data sheet for products he would typically use. Mr. Green noted he has been through everything with the Fire Department and the machine shop is totally enclosed with 5% oil to water. TP Ward reported that the Police Chief Hankard has no issues and Fire Chief Dexter has conducted a site safety inspection but he will need to inspect annually for proper storage of materials. Mr. Green noted he mainly uses aluminum and steel. Dick Gardner made a motion to accept Harry Green’s request for a Level One Home Occupation. Nick Orgettas seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. TP Ward provided Mr. Green with a permit.   

4b. Voluntary Merger of Lots (RSA 674:39-a) request from Mary Greenhalge for Grove Road (Tax Map 2, Lot 26 and Tax Map 3, Lot 15) – TP Ward stated the lots are being merged (2.53 acres total) for tax purposes and he has checked to be sure there are not houses on each parcel. TP Ward noted that if they ever decide to subdivide the properties again the applicant would have to come back to the PB because the lots will no longer be grandfathered after the merger. Nick Orgettas made a motion to approve Mary Greehalge’s Voluntary Merger of Lots request.  Dick Gardner seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Old Business 

5a. Planning Board’s “Rules of Procedure” final draft – TP Ward stated the PB has had two weeks to review the final draft of the Rules of Procedure and asked if there were any suggested changes. Dick Gardner made a motion to delete #8 and keep #5 on page #10. Nick Orgettas seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Selectman Ober made a motion to accept/approve the PB’s Rules of Procedure.  Nick Orgettas seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

5b. Update on Giguere Auto Wholesalers – TP Ward informed the PB that he is still waiting to hear from the Town of Tilton’s Town Planner. TP Ward stated he would be seeking the Board of Selectmen’s guidance regarding the process of hiring a third (3rd) party engineer. Chair Bormes stated the BOS does not anything to do with it, the PB tells the Applicant what they want and they bare the expense of the engineer. TP Ward stated he would still like to check with the BOS.    

5c. Sanbornton Housing Advisory Committee – TP ward reported that the SHAC met with Ben Frost last week and he answered all of their questions. TP Ward stated minutes will be made available for the PB to review. Will Ellis stated the meeting was very informative. Dick Gardner stated Mr. Frost was very aware of all of the different aspects but a decision need to be made on what the Town wants. TP Ward noted they covered all of the spectrums, to cover all forms of housing and he is pleased with the committee.   

Other Business 

Master Plan – Public Hearing/Informational Meeting – Will be scheduled for Thursday, June 7, 2012. Will Ellis asked if the changes made to green sections of the Future Land Use Map would require property owners to subdivide under the 6 acre minimum versus 3 acres. TP Ward replied yes, as recommended by the MPAC but cluster zoning is provided. TP Ward stated the Zoning map would need to be changed at Town Meeting but the Future Land Use Map could be changed by the Planning Board after the Public Hearing. TP Ward noted incentives need to be provided, in order to preserve the Town’s Rural Character.  

Knox Mountain Road – B&B Tourist Home –
 Selectman Ober raised concern with the road’s condition due to the ZBA’s recent approval of the Brophy Application. TP Ward stated the Tourist House would not exceed 150 people and would operate once a week in the Summer & Fall. TP Ward noted the Brophys’ would be conducting a Site Plan Review with the PB next (5/17/12). Dick Gardner explained the road would be discussed during the Site Plan Review process with comment from Police, Fire & the DPW. Chair Bormes stated the Board could make road improvements their responsibility.
