Seating of Alternates for absent Regular Members – 
Review and Approve draft minutes – 7/19/12 – Carmine Cioffi made a motion to approve the draft meeting minutes of July 19, 2012 with corrections. Dick Gardner seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. All present has a lengthy discussion of the procedure to approve the board’s meeting minutes. Carmine Cioffi made a motion to allow Bob Ward to amend the Planning Board’s draft meeting minutes and to tape all of the meetings, so those tapes can be used for any guidance needed. Dick Gardner seconded the motion, the motion passed. Evelyn Auger was opposed. 
New Business – None at this time.  

Old Business

a. Continues review of the draft Master Plan & final approval of the Future Land Use Map – Planner Ward provided the PB with a review of the previously discussed changes to the Future Land Use Map. Dick Gardner made a motion to have 600’ foot setback for the “Rural” area as it exists on the current Zoning Map and Future Land Use Map. Carmine Cioffi seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Carmine Cioffi made a motion that the Residential area be increased to 1,000 feet south of Shaw Hill Road.  Dick Gardner seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Dick Gardner made a motion to leave the boundaries of the “Neighborhood Commercial Area” (Steele Hill) as is and make Salmon Brook the northern boundary of the Chapel “Neighborhood Commercial Area”. Carmine Cioffi seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Carmine Cioffi made a motion to change the boundary of the Village Center as shown on the draft Future Land Use Map and designate the areas that formerly were Village Center as “Rural” (light green). Evelyn Auger seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Carmine Cioffi made a motion to change the interior sections (north & south sections of Perley Hill Road) to pink (Residential). Dick Gardner seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. The PB agreed to extend the “Rural” areas to the end of Chase Road and to the fork of Old Brown Road/Mountain Road. Land Conservation Area, which is also known as “Premature for Development” (dark green with cross hatch). Evelyn Auger stated there are a very small number of residents affected by the area. The PB reviewed the 1995 Master Plan’s Premature for Development area. Evelyn Auger noted the main concern for the two sections was fire, police and school buses. Planner Ward suggested an overlay floater zone dependent on compliance with certain things like, soil, slope (15%), drainage, access to service and access to roads. Dick Gardner made a motion to replace the Forest Conservation zone with a floating overlay zone with building approval dependent on compliance with soils, slopes (15%), drainage, access to service, access to roads and all other limitations. Evelyn Auger seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Chair Bormes stated as long as the overlay zone’s methodology is spelled out and designated somehow. Planner Ward replied the overlay zone doesn’t have to be designated on the Future Land Use Map. Evelyn Auger made a motion to accept the Future Land Use Map. Dick Gardner seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.      

b. Update on Giguere Auto Wholesalers Site Plan – Planner Ward stated that a Site Plan Review application has been received and a Public Hearing has been scheduled for 8/16/12. 
Other Business 
a. Discussion Re: SPB Members attending the Soil Erosion Control Field Day – Don Bormes & Carmine Cioffi stated they would also like to attend. 

b. Discussion Re: Planner Ward attending the American Planners Association Conference – The PB agreed Planner Ward could attend the conference. 

c. Discussion Re: holding one SPB meeting October – Planner Ward stated his attendance at the American Planners Association Conference affects the first meeting in October. Planner Ward suggested holding the regular business meeting on the 2nd Thursday of the month and the PB approved.
