Review and Approve draft minutes  






       8/02/12 – Dick Gardner made a motion to approve the draft meeting minutes of August 2, 2012 with corrections. Evelyn Auger seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 

8/16/12 – Dick Gardner made a motion to approve the draft meeting minutes of August 16, 2012 with corrections. Evelyn Auger seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

New Business   

a. Discussion Re: Sanbornton's Representative on the LRPC Transportation Advisory Committee (TAC) – The PB reviewed an e-mail between Planner Ward and TA Veloski dated August 29, 2012. The Board of Selectmen has decided to have the DPW Director be the Town's TAC Representative. Planner Ward noted that the Transportation section of the Master Plan recommends being more involved regionally. Planner Ward informed the PB that he had spoken to DPW Director VanTassel regarding the vacancy and he showed no interest and he has not attended any TAC meetings. Evelyn Auger stated she is surprised the BOS did not take the recommendation. Planner Ward stated it is a planning function and other community's Town Planners act as their Representatives. Dick Gardner made a motion to allow for a follow up memo, politely asking the BOS to reconsider appointing Planner Ward as the Town's TAC Representative. Evelyn Auger seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.   


Old Business

a. Master Plan – LRPC Mapping update – The LRPC is on schedule to have the new maps completed by the end of October. The PB reviewed the new mapping contract. Evelyn Auger made a motion to recommend that the BOS sign the revised mapping contract from LRPC. Will Ellis seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.     

b. Update on Housing Section of the Master Plan – Planner Ward reported that the Sanbornton Housing Advisory Committee has held seven meetings with a lot of progress and has done a lot of research regarding all of the different housing options. Planner Ward reported there will be a draft of the old housing section with revisions because most of the 1995 version was boiler plate and the new version will be ready for the SHAC's September meeting.    

c. Update on Giguere Auto Wholesalers – General Manager Jeff Isabelle was present. Planner Ward stated the Site Plan Review has been scheduled for a Public Hearing continuance with the PB on September 20, 2012. Planner Ward stated Chair Bormes and he were asked to select an Independent Engineering firm to review the Storm Water Management Plan submitted by Giguere's Engineer, they selected Keach Nordstrom at a cost of $800-$1,000 dollars for the Applicant. Planner Ward noted that “as built” plans have been suggested.   


    d. Discussion Re: BOS enforcement of Land Use Regulations – Planner Ward stated this issue goes back to the Autumn's End issue but the Land Use Regulations say the BOS enforces, the Planning Board holds the hearings and the Selectmen handle it if there is a violation. Planner Ward noted that Chair Bormes feels there is enough “probable cause” to inspect the property. Planner Ward stated that one Selectman has recused themselves, due to a conflict of interest and the other recused themselves without any reason, which has left one.... Selectman Giunta. Vice Chair Cioffi stated the BOS should have brought in a past/former Selectman and he knows the property owner well but a violation, is a violation. Vice Chair Cioffi noted this has been going on for too long. Evelyn Auger stated she is disappointed this has not been dealt with yet and the property owner is a community leader, doing good things but should be following the rules. Vice Chair Cioffi stated the property owner is holding back and has to be hiding something because he threatened a lawsuit. Dick Gardner stated the property owner see things differently than most people do. Evelyn Auger stated this is a perfect opportunity to do the right thing and step up as community leaders. Vice Chair Cioffi noted that the PB is free & clear, as far as he is concerned and he has 30 years experience but has never seen anything like this happen. Planner Ward explained a recent zoning enforcement case concerning a hydro seeding company on Prescott Road. Planner Ward stated they are looking the other way in one case and holding the other guy's feet to the fire, with everyone, including the Town Attorney weighing in. Dick Gardner stated this is an impasse and affects the integrity of the Town, it's a non-feasance of duty. Dick Gardner made a motion to allow Vice Chair Cioffi to draft a letter to the BOS on behalf of the PB. Evelyn Auger seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 

e. Black Brook Watershed Management Plan – Planner Ward reported that he and Donald Foudriat facilitated two public informational meetings with a light turn out but quite a bit of press. Planner Ward noted a report has been filed outlining the feedback received. Planner Ward stated the project is not what the Town originally thought it was because DES has expanded the scale, time, location of the project and changed the focus. Planner Ward noted the BOS are looking at where the project will fit in. 

          





    f. Soil Erosion Control – field day – Planner Ward reported he, Don Bormes and Carmine Cioffi attended the day long Soil Erosion and Sediment Control Field Day, there was a big turnout and great demonstrations. Vice Chair Cioffi stated it was very interesting and he was quite surprised.
