Review and Approve draft minutes  






       9/06/12 –Carmine Cioffi made a motion to approve the draft meeting minutes of September 6, 2012 with corrections. Karen Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 

Old Business

d. Discussion Re: Sanbornton's Representative on the LRPC Transportation Advisory Committee (TAC) – Planner Ward provided the PB with an e-mail between himself and TA Veloski dated 9/20/12, stating the BOS have appointed the DPW Director as the Town’s Representative to the Lakes Region Planning Commission’s Transportation Advisory Committee. Planner Ward stated he feels the committee is important when looking at the Master Plan and the PB needs to implement things were it can. Planner Ward stated he hopes Director VanTassel is diligent and attends the TAC meetings. Evelyn Auger suggested that the DPW Director provide updates to the PB. Chair Bormes recommended that Planner Ward be Director VanTassel’s alternate. Dick Gardner stated the TAC’s information should be published on-line, so we will be able to keep up.  
New Business   

a. 7:15 p.m., Public Hearing – Boundary Line Adjustment for Avis Johnson & Brian Johnson (Tax Map 10, Lot 104) and David Lacroix & Heidi Lacroix (Tax Map 10, Lot 102) with frontage on Upper Bay Road – Land Surveyor, Colin Brown stated the Johnson’s own 42 acres of land and would like to move the line to give the Lacroixs’ 23 acres. Surveyor Brown informed the PB that waiver have been requested for plan requirements #6 boundary survey, #14 proposed boundary dimensions, #15 topographic contour lines, #16 steep slopes, #19 location of existing/proposed natural features, #22 test pit data and #25 soil data/wetlands delineation. Planner Ward stated all of the waiver requests seem reasonable. Dick Gardner made a motion to accept all of the waiver requests as submitted. Carmine Cioffi seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Chair Bormes opened the Public Hearing at 7:25 p.m. and immediately closed it, no public was present. Carmine Cioffi made a motion to approve the Johnson/Lacroix Boundary Line Adjustment. Evelyn Auger seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 
b. Continued Public Hearing – Site Plan Review for Giguerre Auto Wholesalers (Tax Map 24, Lot 18) located on US Route #3, 968 Laconia Road – Planner Ward stated there are two housekeeping items, the Planning Board approved a boundary line adjustment and there was a tax lien on the Pirate’s Cove property. Town Counsel has been in contact with Attorney Hastings. Attorney Hastings informed the board that the tax lien is on the entire Pirate’s Cove property, which needs to go away before Giguerre takes ownership. Attorney Hastings stated the tax lien is not really a Site Plan Review issue but would need to be addressed to be in compliance with the Town’s ordinances. Attorney Hastings informed the PB they would prefer to pay a portion of the tax lien amount but they haven’t spoken with Pirate’s Cove yet. Evelyn Auger asked what year the tax lien was in and Attorney Hastings replied a year and a half. Evelyn Auger noted the BOS would have to grant permission.  Planner Ward reported pier review of Giguerre’s Storm Water Management Plan by the PB’s Engineering Consultant has been completed, the on-site inspection was conducted and the results of the inspection were received yesterday. Planner Ward stated the site plan has been amended with the issues raised by Keach Nordstrom. Planner Ward noted there has been correspondence between Engineer Hajek and Keach Nordstrom on 9/17/12, 9/19/12 and today. Planner Ward suggested that Engineer Hajek go through the site plan changes point by point. 





      

Attorney Hastings informed the PB that a check ($1,000 dollars) would be supplied for the escrow account. Planner Ward stated this is the first time an escrow account has been set-up and the Attorney has given approval. Planner Ward noted the one thousand dollars should cover all of the costs, unless additional tasks are added.    
Planner Ward reported that a waiver request was submitted for checklist items #23, lighting, #27, landscaping and #28, Erosion/Sediment Control (to be added to checklist). Engineer Hajek noted that the existing lighting is shown on the plan, which is safety lighting on the corners of the building. Chair Bormes asked about erosion and Engineer Hajek replied it is all self-contained. Dick Gardner made a motion to accept the waiver requests. Evelyn Auger seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Evelyn Auger made a motion to accept Giguerre Auto Wholesalers Site Plan Review application as complete. Carmine Cioffi seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 
Planner Ward informed the board that Giguerre is over the 60% variance that was granted by 1%. Engineer Hajek stated they have increased the grass area, added 6-foot spaces near the Town’s right-of-way to show the vehicle staging area better, relocated the trash receptacle & screened it in and moved the handicapped parking spaces, which were all of the major changes. The PB reviewed the previous Site Plan in conjunction with the amended one. Engineer Hajek provided the PB with copies of the Maintenance & Inspection reports for the facility. Hydro International is the manufacturer of the Storm Water drainage system. Planner Ward stated the system is designed to fail, so you can tell when the filters need to be changed. The storm water will flood the parking lot. Engineer Hajek stated the system has to be registered with the State and they would also inspect the maintenance & inspection logs, so there will be multiple layers of control but the Town can have its own inspection schedule. Engineer Hajek reported that the driveway permit has been received, the drainage specifications have been added to the Site Plan with building notes and a waiver note will be added to the plan after approval. Engineer Hajek stated the equipment has been purchased and they have entered in to a contract. 
Planner Ward suggested that a copy of the service contract and copies of the annual maintenance records be part of the conditions for approval. Planner Ward stated the site inspection (during construction) is the driving cost. Dick Gardner stated he feels Keach & Nordstrom are reasonable and agrees there should be an inspection. Engineer Hajek noted there is a difference between engineering & construction. Planner Ward asked if there should be a performance bond. Dick Gardner replied the “hammer” comes out of being in violation. Attorney Hastings stated he understands where Keach & Nordstrom are coming from and typically a bond is required to be sure the construction is to the plans but it would be an extra burden and they have already committed to quite an expensive system. Evelyn Auger stated the applicant has already bent over backwards for the board, they are not going to walk out on this and the State will be checking it. Engineer Hajek noted the utility pole and the speed limit sign would also be relocated. Dick Gardner suggested there be a date set for the boundary line approval. Attorney Hastings noted there is a 30-day appeal period. Chair Bormes stated he is not worried about the current owners keeping the system running it’s the people after them that he is concerned about. 

Dick Gardner made a motion to approve Giguerre’s Site Plan Review with the following conditions; 1) The necessary boundary line agreement be completed within 90 days. 2) Notice that failure of the Storm Water Drainage System will create a noncompliant situation and the Town will have full access to all Town & State legal remedies to correct. 3) A copy of the executed Maintenance & Service Contract will be provided to the Town before construction starts. 4) Copies of the service logs will be sent to the Town Planner annually. 5) A Professional Engineer will be employed to oversee construction and confirm “as built”. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Engineer Hajek noted the conditions for approval will be added to the Site Plan.

a. Review of draft proposal recommending possible planning and zoning measures for controlling non-point source pollution and protecting water quality of Lake Winnisquam – Tabled until next meeting.

c. Autumn’s End Barn – Carmine Cioffi reported he met with the BOS and they have decided to address/review the information during their meeting on October 3, 2012. Selectman Ober noted the PB is supposed to come forward with a list of violations to provide to the BOS.
