The meeting was called to order by Planning Board, Vice Chair Cioffi at 7:01 pm.

Review and Approve draft minutes  






       9/20/12 – Carmine Cioffi made a motion to approve the draft meeting minutes of September 20, 2012 with corrections. Evelyn Auger seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 

New Business   

a. Preview of proposed Planning Board Budget for 2014 – Planner Ward reported that he and Chair Bormes presented the Board of Selectmen with a draft budget, which is almost identical to the PB's 2013 budget. Planner Ward stated the BOS have recommended a 2.5% COLA increase and he has adjusted the PB's figures to show the increase. Planner Ward noted that the Lakes Region Planning Commission's membership dues show an increase of $46 dollars based on their formula. Planner Ward stated he has discuss the purchase of a suspension file versus a flat map file, for the Master Plan Maps because they will not fit in the flat map file.      


Old Business

a. Review of draft proposal recommending possible planning and zoning measures for controlling non-point pollution and protecting water quality of Lake Winnisquam – Planner Ward reported that there are specific tasks in the DES contract for the Black Brook Watershed and this is the last one. Planner Ward stated the wording has been taken mostly from the contract and he had supplied the PB with copies at their August meeting. Planner Ward noted he has copies dated for today because there have been significant changes through discussions with AE COM and DES of possible things that could be done to control non-point source water pollution. Planner Ward noted this has been pushed back due to the PB's schedule but now Don Foudriat would like a decision made. Dick Gardner stated certainly Lake Winnisquam is a valued resource but shouldn't the Town be looking at Hunkins Pond as well. Planner Ward replied this is not limited to just Lake Winnisquam but covers all watersheds and benefits everyone Town wide. Dick Gardner stated where is there a politically realistic opportunity to accomplish some positive things in the direction of controlling non-point source water pollution and quality. Planner Ward replied not everything that is in here is regulatory, anything that is in the Master Plan is a policy kind of position that the plan would take and there are things that talk about workshops to educate shoreline property owners. Planner Ward noted an informed property owner is less likely to cause damage to their property or their neighbor's property. Planner Ward noted they are approaching this through what was formerly know as the Comprehensive Shoreline Protection Act (CSPA), which is now know as the Shoreline Water Quality Protection Act (SWQPA) and is substantially weaker without penalties/enforcement. Planner Ward noted due to those changes some municipalities have considered adopting the CSPA in its entirety. Evelyn Auger stated there are some things (mother nature) you can not control and you need people who want to do these things. Planner Ward stated he feels that the Conservation Commission would be supportive of the first two items. Dick Gardner stated some of the items are educational and some are regulatory, the educationally proponent has support but the rest go in the direction of study which I have no faith in or amend the aquifer overlay zone, that would be regulatory. Dick Gardner asked where do we come in, that is my question and under the current climate, I do not think people will accept more regulations. Planner Ward replied he is doing this as part of the grant and all of the twelve items in the document come from the Consulting Engineer but personally wants to see the regulatory hammer held and start with education. Evelyn Auger suggested that the document be handed to residents for their comment because I think you will get more “no's” than “yes's”. Dick Gardner stated he would like not to pursue #1 and change #3, to say pursue low impact development. Planner Ward noted there are already some regulations in the Town's Subdivision Regulations and Site Plan Review that deal with site disturbance but the point is that there is nothing for water quality. Dick Gardner stated he is sure that farmer's, if given the knowledge, would want the resources to keep some of “that” out of their water. Planner Ward noted farmer's do want their top soil washing away in to the water, it is a very precious commodity and they are very conscious of that through agricultural practices. The PB discussed soil disturbance and the planting of vegetation briefly. The PB reviewed the document. Dick Gardner stated the problem is that the document is very directive...”you will do”. The PB reviewed the document and voted to approve #1, #2, #5, #7, #8, voted to amend #3, #6 (add Town Roads) #11, #12 and not to support #4, #9, #10. They also added a number 13, to educate the Town of Sanbornton DPW on BMP's for Storm Water Management and to employ those BMP's on Town Roads. Please see the bottom of the meeting minutes for the document changes Planner Ward to give Don Foudriat a report on the decisions made.                    

 b. Update on Housing Section of the Master Plan – Planner Ward reported that the Sanbornton Housing Advisory Committee will be meeting with Mike Izzard from LRPC regarding housing data.    







     c. Discussion Re: BOS enforcement of Land Use Regulations – Carmine Cioffi stated he and Don Bormes met with the BOS and they voted to allow the PB to use the Town's Attorney regarding Autumn’s End. 







 
    

Other Business – The Master Plan Maps that are being drafted by LRPC have almost been completed and they hope to have them by the end of October.  

Long Look Lodge/Wedding Venue – Selectman Ober reported the BOS have received a noise complaint through a police report from Ms. Lori Graham regarding the venue, which the PB approved the Site Plan for. Selectman Ober noted she could hear the music clearly over the phone and does not think its fair that she has to listen to the “YMCA” and the “Chicken Dance” every weekend. Selectman Ober stated the property owners are not there when the events take place. Dick Gardner noted there is a noise ordinance but if it is clearly out of line then the BOS should be contacted.

PLANNING AND ZONING RECOMMENDATIONS 

FOR CONTROLLING NON-POINT POLLUTION AND PROTECTING WATER QUALITY
1. Incorporate a natural resources inventory and conservation plan into the Master Plan
2. Activate a pro-active conservation easement program with the Conservation Commission

3. Incorporate “Low Impact Development” requirements and incentives into land use regulations

4. Increase natural buffer requirements (within Subdivision and Site Plan Review Regulations) along roads and adjacent to water resources

5. Amend “Aquifer Overlay Zoning” requirements

6. Regulate grading and storm water drainage associated with new driveways and new subdivision roads

7. Conduct workshops to educate shore land property owners about best management practices

8. Execute technical assistance “memo of understanding” with Belknap County Conservation District for environmental engineering review

9. Redesign the Mitchell Subdivision to “back feed” lots via cul-de sac over common land

10. Establish a Town regulation with same structure and provisions as the former New Hampshire Comprehensive Shorelands Protection Act (CSPA)

11. Establish new regulations for deposition of fill material

12. Establish new regulations for permitting alteration of terrain
