Review and Approve draft minutes  






       10/11/12 – Selectman Ober made a motion to approve the draft meeting minutes of October 11, 2012 without corrections. Carmine Cioffi seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 

New Business   

a. Discussion Re: Joint Meeting of Land Use Boards – Planner Ward stated he brought up the issue of holding a joint meeting with the ZBA, PB, Historic District Commission and Conservation Commission at the last ZBA public hearing. Chair Bormes noted the joint meeting is not mandated but usually one meeting is held a year. Planner Ward to schedule for the first meeting in February.   


b. Discussion Re: Notice and process for reviewing requests and scheduling tree trimming on scenic roads (suggestion from Mr. Whalen) – Planner Ward stated Bill Whalen has suggested that property owners get notice of when the work will be started. Department Heads felt unreasonable not to have a commitment of a date certain after Planning Board approval. Selectman Ober informed the PB that the Police Department is contacted then they contact Department Heads but he is right, there were no specific dates. Dick Gardner stated it would cause constraints for the company because there could be a hurricane or something, I do not feel it is necessary to pin-point. Chair Bormes stated he does not feel it is feasibly practical. Selectman Ober noted they give a week's notice. Planner Ward suggested the notice be posted on the Town's web-site. Dick Gardner made a motion to contact Bill Whalen and notify him that the PB is comfy with the current process. Carmine Cioffi seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.







     c. Discussion Re: Possible amendments to the Zoning Ordinances for Town Meeting 2013 – Planner Ward reported he has developed a list of possible changes for discussion.    

   1) Revisit and amend the Aquifer Overlay Zone. New wording for 10% impervious coverage, if no Storm Water Management system in place for treatment and recharge. Recommended due to the recent Site Plan Review of Giguere Auto Wholesalers. 
 



   







    2) Definition for “Senior Housing”, relative to the Master Plan updates being drafted by the Sanbornton Housing Advisory Committee. 







       3) Redefine Home Occupation or clarify the current definition, to include the Contractor Yard issue. Planner Ward noted density is the issue. 







   4) Redefining the definition of Right of Way, setback from the property line to include private roads (10 feet). Planner Ward stated it is a safety issue and there needs to be room for ditching, snow & drainage. Planner Ward stated he would start drafting revisions but more discussion is needed. 

5) Inclusionary Zoning, Dick Gardner stated there needs to be incentives but the board needs to get a handle on the language, for a tool for it. Planner Ward stated this may be premature because the SHAC is developing a section. Discussion to take place at December workshop meeting. 
   6) Notice to Abutters, Selectman Ober stated this issue has come up due to the Long Look Lodge complaints. Planner Ward read the definition and noted a common property line is shared but a distance would solve it.  Dick Gardner stated 250 feet should be reasonable and the noise could be addressed through an ordinance, with noise also being considered in future applications.  


7) Agricultural Zone's side & rear setbacks. Will Ellis recommended this be discussed.      
 


Old Business

a. Review of draft proposal recommending possible planning and zoning measures for controlling non-point pollution and protecting water quality of Lake Winnisquam – The PB reviewed an e-mail between Andy Chapman (DES), Don Foudriat and Planner Ward dated 10/26/12 through 10/30/12. Planner Ward stated he took the recommendations from the October meeting and provided a report to Mr. Foudriat, so he could discuss the recommendations with Andy Chapman. Mr. Chapman said the recommendations were too soft; they need to be adopted in to the Town's Regulations. Planner Ward noted some of the things are covered but it comes down hard on a lot of things like agriculture, septic, etc. Planner Ward stated the project's scope has been “shanghaied” because of the grant funding. Dick Gardner asked if the Town was bound and Planner Ward replied he doesn't care if we are, the Town should not be co arsed into something we do not want. Planner Ward stated we want educational not regulatory, which may mean no grant money in the future but the scope is out of hand. Selectman Ober stated if there is no money then the BMP's stop, they are mandating so many BMP's over a certain amount of time. Planner Ward stated they are not looking at this from our point of view. Carmine Cioffi suggested Planner Ward let them know the Town's position. The PB reviewed the information in the e-mail. Dick Gardner stated he feels the Town is in line with “Task 27” but the rest is far beyond the scope of what the PB is able to do. Chair Bormes recommended Planner Ward present what was drafted and the PB agreed.          

b. Update on Housing Section of the Master Plan – Planner Ward reported that the Sanbornton Housing Advisory Committee is still moving forward.     

c. Discussion Re: BOS enforcement of Land Use Regulations – Planner Ward stated this can be tabled until next meeting but there will a meeting held with Attorney Waugh. 

Other Business – None at this time.
