Review and Approve draft minutes  






       12/06/12 – Selectman Ober made a motion to approve the draft meeting minutes of December 6, 2012 without corrections. Evelyn Auger seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 

New Business   

a. Discussion Re: Inclusionary Zoning – Tabled.    


Old Business

a. Preparations for Joint Land Use Boards meeting on March 7th – Planner Ward stated the joint meeting is scheduled for March 7, 2013, as well as the completion of the Public Hearing for final adoption of the Master Plan. Planner Ward stated he needs approval from the PB of the final draft for inspection by the public. Planner Ward noted he will be inviting Department Heads, Boards and Committees, so he may need the Town Hall as a back-up location.            

b. Review final draft of the Master Plan and approve for presentation at the Public Hearing – Planner Ward provided final draft copies of the Master Plan to the PB. The Planning Board and Planner Ward reviewed the final draft of the Master Plan section by section. Planner Ward stated the most outdated section of the Master Plan is the 2008 survey because it was conducted before the recession and now there is more of a need for multi-generational housing & senior housing. Planner Ward explained the square footage for accessory apartments may need to be increased by 150 sq. ft. (700 sq. ft. currently) with a second bedroom. Planner Ward stated some of the updates to the Master Plan is happening in installments, conservation & housing. Carmine Cioffi made a motion to approve the final draft of the Master Plan for Public Hearing. Evelyn Auger seconded the motion. Will Ellis stated he still does not like the commercial zone in the aquifer zone because it is not full proof and water is important and that is his only concern. Chair Bormes replied the technology is there but enforcement is the issue. The PB discussed Giguere Auto Wholesalers. Planner Ward stated he would be checking the site plan developments in the spring. Selectman Ober reported that some of the trees have been cut down, which was a nice buffer and some of the vehicles are being parked on Pirate's Cove's property. The motion passed unanimously.        

c. Update on the progress of the SHAC – Planner Ward reported he hopes to have a draft of the new Housing section ready for the SHAC to review in February. 

d. Review hearing schedule for Zoning amendments to be considered at Town Meeting  – Planner Ward stated the last day for residents to submit petition warrant articles is February 13, 2013, the last day to publish Zoning amendments is March 15,2013 and the last day to hold a final Public Hearing is April 9, 2013.   

e. Report and approval of final zoning amendments package for Town Meeting 2013 – Planner Ward informed the PB of a recent issue with Mr. Suldenski regarding the protective well radius. Planner Ward noted the State gave him a waiver for the well but the Town was not protected from potential well contamination from road salt. The Town's Attorney was involved and an agreement was signed. Planner Ward recommended the definition of “building” include the well & septic being not within the 30 foot setback. The PB agreed to discuss this further at another meeting. “Contractor Yard” - Planner Ward read this section under the Home Occupations. The PB agreed to leave it the way it is. “Private Road” - Planner Ward stated the current setback is 10 feet and asked if the definition of road should include private roads. Nick Orgettas asked what happens of the private road becomes a Town Road, do the properties then become a non-conformance. Dick Gardner suggested the PB stick to the State's statutes. Planner Ward offered to check with Attorney Waugh. The PB discussed Leighton Estates, which couldn't be built under the Town's current regulations. Dick Gardner noted that maybe the definition of “setback” should be redefined and not the definition of road. Evelyn Auger stated property owners can not subdivide if the property is not located on a Town road.     

Other Business 

1) Planner Ward informed the PB that they will have a Public Hearing regarding a subdivision application for Walter & Laurana Joslyn on 2/7. 

2) Hazard Mitigation Plan – Selectman Ober informed the PB that it is time to update the Town's Hazard Mitigation Plan and asked who would like to represent the PB. Carmine Cioffi offered to be part of the process.

3) Community Planning Project Grant – Selectman Ober suggested the PB consider applying for the grant, which would provide for up to $30K in match funding (in-kind services) for review of the Town's current regulations but the submission deadline is soon.
