Others present at the meeting: Planner, Bob Ward, Steve Ober, Engineer Nick Cricenti, Bill Cutillo, Doug Cutillo, Bea Herbert (PSNH) and Lisa Conway.     

Seating of Alternates for absent Regular Members – None. 

Review and Approve draft minutes of 3/7/13 – Carmine Cioffi made a motion to approve the draft meeting minutes of March 7, 2013 without corrections. Evelyn Auger seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 

Old Business

a. Update on the progress of the Housing Advisory Committee (SHAC) – Planner Ward reported that he has submitted a draft of the Housing Chapter for the committee to review and they have suggested substantial changes. A Public Hearing will be scheduled for May or June to consider adoption by the PB. 
b. Update on proposed Master Plan – The PB has left open a comment period of 30 days for adoption to take place at their 4/18/13 meeting. 
c. Discussion of PB budget revisions – Planner Ward stated the Budget Committee has some questions regarding the mapping (LRPC) line that has a substantial figure of $900 dollars. Planner Ward stated the funds are in the 2014 budget to adopt the zoning map and the Budget Committee thinks it would be better to wait & see of the map is adopted. Chair Bormes stated he feels the PB needs accurate maps. Planner Ward stated he would get a figure for the PB's April meeting. Evelyn Auger stated residents need to be able to see the maps first and vote. Steve Ober suggested there be an insert in the Town report. Chair Bormes noted the map needs to be in color because black & white copies would confuse people. Tabled for further discussion. 

New Business

b. Public Hearing Re: Request from PSNH concerned proposed tree cutting & tree trimming on the following scenic roads of Steele Hill Road and Oak Hill Road – Bea Herbert of PSNH was present. Ms. Herbert informed the PB that there are 13 pole sections that need to be cleared on Steele Hill Road and two poplar trees on Oak Hill Road, with property owner permission. Tree Warden, Steve Ober stated he would like to review the areas with a supervisor and Ms. Herbert replied okay. Karen Ober requested that the trimming happen after the snow melts to allow trimming close to the ground because of spikes. Ms. Herbert replied they can go back to that area, if they have to but they can not afford to wait. Carmine Cioffi made a motion to approve the tree trimming on Steele Hill Road and Oak Hill Road, subject to the snow being gone. Evelyn Auger seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.                      

c. Public Hearing with Steele Hill Resort for a revised Site Plan for “Steele Hill South”, identified as Tax Map 4, Lot 64 – Planner Ward stated the PB has already held a pre-application meeting and he has had the opportunity to review the details. Engineer Cricenti explained that they are reducing the scope of the previously approved site plan by taking out the road and using the parking lots. Engineer Cricenti stated they are reducing the impervious surface by 29% and making the spaces between the buildings “green” spaces. Engineer Cricenti stated the area is sloped down with the parking lots where there is a closed drainage system with catch basins into a plunge pool and a treatment swale. Engineer Cricenti noted they would be using retaining walls called “Sierra Slope” which allows for grass to grow through it and there will be a tent area for weddings until the buildings are constructed. Engineer Cricenti stated the snow will be moved to the end of the parking area during phase 1 and the lighting will remain the same (shielded downward). Engineer informed the PB he is currently is the process of filing the EPA paperwork for a “National Pollutant Elimination System” permit. The PB reviewed building drawings that look the same as the existing. Bill Cutillo noted the weddings would take place from May through October. Chair Bormes asked if they would be testing the drainage because there is a change in the contours and it could be a concern for the future (Black Brook Watershed). Engineer Cricenti replied Best Management Practices (BMP's) are being used to meet the standard requirements and low phosphorus fertilizers are being used by licensed professionals. Selectman Ober stated the units are six but they could be twelve, which could make a difference in parking. Mr. Cutillo replied 56 spots have been added. Those in attendance reviewed a letter and heard comments from Lisa Conway as an abutter. Carmine Cioffi suggested that Ms. Conway sit down with Planner Ward to review the previous approval for Steele Hill Resort and learn some of the history. Bill Cutillo noted once the area is changed to a Neighborhood Commercial Zone it will help. Carmine Cioffi made a motion to approve the Site Plan Review Application as complete. Evelyn Auger seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Carmine Cioffi made a motion to approve the amended Site Plan Review. Evelyn Auger seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.     
a. Public Hearing Re: proposed amendments to the Zoning Ordinance for Town Meeting 2013 – The Public Hearing was opened at 8:28 p.m. Planner Ward informed the PB the hearing was posted and advertised. No public was present. Amendment #1: The PB had a brief discussion of the difference between “assisted” or “independent” living units. Carmine Cioffi made a motion to accept the definition of “Senior Housing” as proposed. Evelyn Auger seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Amendment #2: Dick Gardner made a motion to accept the definition of “Front Setback” as proposed. Evelyn Auger seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Amendment #3: Dick Gardner suggested the word “with” be changed to “may have”, to make the sentence a parallel phrase. Evelyn Auger made a motion to accept the amendment to Article 4, Section X, 1(c) with the suggested change. Dick Gardner seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Amendment #4: Evelyn Auger made a motion to accept the amendment to Article 12, Section D(3) as proposed. Dick Gardner seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. The Public Hearing was closed at 8:53 p.m. 
Other Business 
CPG Grant – The PB reviewed a draft Scope of Work. Selectman Ober stated the funds could be accepted at Town Meeting by voters or the BOS could accept the unanticipated funds. Planner Ward noted that there is flexibility in the time line and next will be the contract with LRPC. The PB agreed they wanted the Board of Selectmen to be the expending agents over the grant's funds. Carmine Cioffi made a motion to accept the CPG grant's Scope of Work. Evelyn Auger seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  
Nick Orgettas Re: Resignation – The PB reviewed a letter of resignation from PB Alternate Nick Orgettas. Mr. Orgettas informed the PB he has been promoted to the position of Commander of Civilian Air Patrol. Planner Ward suggested that Nick’s resignation not become effective until after the adoption of the Master Plan and he agreed. 
Meeting Adjourned, The meeting adjourned at 9:22 p.m.
