Review and Approve draft minutes  






       4/04/13 – Selectman Ober made a motion to approve the draft meeting minutes of April 4, 2013 without corrections. Carmine Cioffi seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 
4/10/13 – Dick Gardner made a motion to approve the draft meeting minutes of April 10, 2013 without corrections. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

New Business

a. Pre-Application, Conceptual Meeting with Brian Gallagher regarding a 2-lot subdivision at 292 Hueber Drive – Planner Ward informed the PB that he had met with Mr. Gallagher at his home on the end of Hueber Drive (dead end street). The PB was provided a rough drawing of the property showing lot #1 being +/- 3 acres and lot #2 being +/- 6.4 acres. Mr. Gallagher explained he discussed the possibility of subdividing his 9.4 acre piece of land that has frontage of 291 feet. Mr. Gallagher stated he recognizes that 175 feet of frontage is needed but feels there may be a discrepancy in the deeds and plans to have the land surveyed. Mr. Gallagher stated he also realizes there would be another step with the Zoning Board of Adjustments to apply for a Variance on the frontage but wanted the PB to be informed before he approaches the other board. Chair Bormes asked if the driveway could be a shared entrance, as a suggestion. Surveyor Brown replied it is a nice paved driveway and there are always issues with sharing...plowing, salability or easements. Mr. Gallagher stated once he ascertains how much frontage is there, which may be in the 330 foot range but he wants to maintain the purity of the lot & keep separate. Dick Gardner suggested discussing the frontage issue with Mr. Chapman (abutter, 795' frontage) for a potential lot line adjustment and Mr. Gallagher replied the house is in the corner, so it wouldn't work. Mr. Gallagher stated the visual from the driveway has a gentle incline with 200 feet of sight distance from left & right. Mr. Gallagher noted he has other gentlemen for the septic system, who would look at those setbacks. Dick Gardner suggested maybe Mr. Brakeley would grant you a sliver of land. Surveyor Brown explained the cul-de-sac measurement may have been disregarded in the frontage, there is a curve. Carmine Cioffi noted every foot counts, so be sure to have an accurate footprint. Will Ellis suggested making the second lot (vacant) conforming and then it may sell easier. Selectman Ober noted the house (lot #1) sits way back with a long driveway, so the land is not really being utilized. Planner Ward explained this is an example of a “flag lot” and the Town does not have any provisions for them and the PB may want to consider something for the future. Mr. Gallagher stated the sale of the subdivided lot is not a priority. Surveyor Brown asked if the PB would want a survey of the entire property and Planner Ward replied a waiver could be requested because of the lot's size. 




          
b. Consideration of adoption of the draft Master Plan 2012 – Planner Ward stated the Public Hearing was held on March 17, 2013 and the comment period was left open until today. Planner Ward noted the document does not legally become in effect until after it has been signed by all parties and recorded by the Town Clerk/Tax Collector. Carmine Cioffi made a motion to adopt the 2012 Master Plan and Dick Gardner seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. Will Ellis asked if the public would be more informed, in case some one didn't like what was being proposed and is seeing the Master Plan for the first time. Planner Ward stated the master Plan can be changed within 30 days after its adoption and is flexible over time. Planner Ward offered to set up a table at voting day, to receive comments regarding the Master Plan.  

Old Business

a. Update on the Housing Advisory (SHAC) Committee – Planner Ward stated the SHAC made recommended changes to the Housing Chapter and he has a final draft ready for June or July presentation to the PB by the SHAC. 
     
b. Telecommunications Committee – Ian Raymond will be asked to attend the PB's May workshop meeting to discuss the proposal further and who might be appointed to the committee as well.
