Review and Approve draft minutes  






       5/02/13 – Selectman Ober made a motion to approve the draft meeting minutes of May 2, 2013 without corrections. Evelyn Auger seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 

New Business

a. Review of actions taken at Town Meeting concerning planning and zoning matters – Planner Ward stated he set up a table during voting day (5/14/13) with copies of the old & new Master Plan and maps. Planner Ward reported he answered a lot of various questions regarding the changes made in the Master Plan and provided the PB with the content of two of those discussions. Dick Gardner stated Planner Ward's part at Town Meeting last night was clear & concise and thanked him. Planner Ward thanked Selectman Ober as well, for her explanations of the Community Planning Grant (CPG) program. Chair Bormes noted the PB would of had to spend the money anyways, to update the board's regulations. Selectman Ober noted that Attorney Boldt expressed interest in being the Consultant for the CPG. Planner Ward explained there was not enough time to bid and advertise for the grant, so an option was provided to fast track the program, if the Town used the planning services of the Regional Planning Commission as the Consultant. Planner Ward noted it would be hard to beat the LRPC's figures. Planner Ward stated the Town approved the CPG program and all three of the proposed zoning amendments.             





 


          
b. Public Hearing for a 2-lot subdivision proposed by applicants and co-owners Susan Sleeper, Christine Driscoll & Elizabeth Dicey of property located at 363 Hale Road (Tax Map 14, Lot 8) consisting of 172 acres in the Agricultural and Forest Conservation Zoning Districts – Evelyn Auger asked Susan Sleeper if she would like her to step down as a PB member because of how close she lives to the property in question. Susan Sleeper replied no. Surveyor Johnson stated he is proposing three waivers; 1) existing buildings of abutters, lot is large and applicant owns across the street 2) natural & man-made features, the house area is shown but the rest of the property is forest and 3) survey of the entire boundary, because of acreage this would be an excessive expense, plus there is a note for the 1998 survey. Evelyn Auger made a motion to accept the waivers as submitted. Dick Gardner seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Planner Ward reported that all of the checklist items have been received. Selectman Ober made a motion to accept the application as complete. Evelyn Auger seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. The PB reviewed the subdivision plan showing Lot #1 as 13.01 acres and the Lot #2 as 159 acres with a land conservation easement. Surveyor Johnson noted there is 550' feet of road frontage. Chair Bormes opened the Public Hearing at 7:33 p.m. and no comments were made, so it was immediately closed. Dick Gardner made a motion to approve the subdivision application P13-S03. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.     
         
Old Business  
a. Update on the completion of the Master Plan – Planner Ward informed the PB he is still waiting for a few endorsement signatures and once those are obtained he will file the Master Plan with the Town Clerk. 
b. Update on the progress of the SHAC in preparing the new housing section for the Master plan and set date for presentation to the PB – Planner Ward stated the presentation date for the SHAC to present the Housing Chapter to the PB is the June workshop meeting. Planner Ward noted then the PB would take over for a Public Hearing and comment period for adoption. Dick Gardner suggested the presentation be held off on until after summer vacations. Planner Ward stated he would tentatively schedule the presentation for September. 
c. Update on status of Giguere Auto Wholesalers – Planner Ward reported he has spoken with Manager, Jeff Isabelle who has indicated that Engineer Hajek has been hired as the project's manager. Planner Ward informed the PB they are relocating some utility poles on May 26th through the 28th and then they will be starting the installation of the storm water management system, which has a deadline for completion by August 31, 2013. Planner Ward noted Keach & Nordstrom would be spot checking the work and signing off on the final “as built” plans. Planner Ward stated the Town will receive annual inspection reports. Planner Ward was asked to get written conformation of when the work would be completed, ask Keach & Nordstrom what the service protocol is and contact Giguere & the Echo to see if the PB can issue a press release when the storm water management system is installed. 



                            d. Update on the Community Planning Grant – Discussed under actions taken at Town Meeting. Planner Ward noted he has notified Consultant Coogan the grant has been awarded, so the board can get moving on this.  









      
Other Business 
a. Abandonment of Town Roads – Evelyn Auger referred to the petition warrant article that was defeated at Town Meeting. Evelyn Auger stated if the Town gives up the road, the land on either side goes to the land owners on either side and she hopes the Town never abandons a road because then there are deeds that would have to be corrected to show the new lines. Evelyn Auger stated the Town used to draft new deeds for those property owners. Selectman Ober stated it is a bad idea because two property owners would have been traveling over someone else's land and if there is no more access to their properties then the Town could get sued per “x” amount of house lot that could be built. Planner Ward noted there are a lot of places something like this could happen and suggested the Board of Selectmen establish a protocol which includes the Planning Board for comments. Planner Ward referred to the “Hard Road to Travel” booklet, which states all abutters should receive 14 days notice prior to the vote of the Town.
