Review and Approve draft minutes  






       5/16/13 – Carmine Cioffi made a motion to approve the draft meeting minutes of May 16, 2013 without corrections. Dick Gardner seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 

New Business

a. Report on recent meeting at the NH Housing Finance Authority Re: Workforce Housing (WFH) – Planner Ward stated he attended the meeting and it was very interesting because he got to listen to the concerns of the workforce housing builders and developers. Planner Ward noted the meeting also had great handouts and Attorneys present that were strictly there for the builders, to give their experiences with different court cases i.e. Windham & Ossipee. Planner Ward noted there is a second meeting scheduled to discuss the WFH laws and demographics called the “Economic Viability Analysis” and asked the PB members to let him know if there were any members interested in attending. Planner Ward explained that Ben Frost has fifty regulations that municipalities can use for WFH, so he will be requesting the information. Evelyn Auger noted that no one from small communities was representing the WFH bill. Chair Bormes stated it is Massachusetts dictating their regulations to our State. Planner Ward reviewed all of his notes from the WFH meeting with the PB. Dick Gardner stated the Town could regulate mobile home parks to meet the WFH need with good definition.  Planner Ward explained that builders are being asked to build a record of the meetings with local land use boards for the appeal process with the Court, in order to try & discount the Town’s meeting minutes because some Town’s “massage” their minutes. Evelyn Auger replied they are setting Town’s up. Planner Ward explained that developers do not have to share profit margin or feasibility costs. Dick Gardner asked how the judge would know then…. Planner Ward stated there is also “rent control” allowed over a thirty year period and there is a model for it and NH Housing will monitor. One developer stated he thought the title “workforce housing” gave it a bad image. Selectman Ober stated the Board has been focused on water quality and the Town’s roads. Planner Ward noted the Town needs to review its road standards to meet variable road functions or “fit” the landscape conditions. The PB briefly discussed the layout of Leighton Estates. Chair Bormes asked Planner Ward to schedule a meeting to discuss WFH only. This will be scheduled for an up-coming workshop meeting when the agenda permits. 













b. Review of PB's Annual Work Plan from 2012 – Planner Ward stated the PB’s 2012 “Annual Plan of Work” has been completed with the exception of amendments to the Subdivision Regulations because that work is being handled under the CPG Program with potential changes to the Zoning Ordinances as well. The PB agreed it was okay for Planner Ward to draft a new work plan for 2013/2014.     
         
Old Business  
a. Update Re: CPG Program – Planner Ward informed the PB he is still waiting for the contract to be reviewed by Town Counsel then the Chair of the Board of Selectmen (BOS) will sign the contract for the PB. Planner Ward stated the Town is responsible for 6.5% of the cash match ($1,316 dollars) and he has verified that Attorney’s fees can be used for that match. Planner Ward noted that LRPC Consultant, Jerry Coogan will be familiarizing himself with the Town by means of a “tour” of the Town with Planner Ward, which will be scheduled after the contract is signed.  
b. Continued discussion of the proposed addition of a Telecommunications Section to the Energy Chapter of the Master Plan – Planner Ward stated the BOS will be setting up the committee and he has provided the Selectmen with a list of potential candidates. Openings for the committee have also been advertised with a response time of 6/30/13.  
c. Update on status of Giguere Auto Wholesalers – Planner Ward reported that construction has started and he has discussed inspection of the work with the Town’s Engineering Consultant, Keach & Nordstrom. The PB reviewed an estimate ($2,500) from Keach & Nordstrom based on an hourly rate, which will be paid by Giguere. Planner Ward noted he has been keeping the Town of Tilton informed but 99% of the work is being done in Sanbornton.
