Review and Approve draft minutes  






       6/06/13 – Selectman Ober made a motion to approve the draft meeting minutes of June 6, 2013 without corrections. Evelyn Auger seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 
Election of the Planning Board's Chair & Vice Chair – Dick Gardner made a motion to keep the Don Bormes as the Chair and Carmine Cioffi as the Vice Chair of the Planning Board. Evelyn Auger seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 
Old Business

a. Update on completion of the Master Plan endorsement process – Planner Ward stated the final signature on the endorsement pages has been received, as of tonight and now the Town's Master Plan can go to the Town Clerk/Tax Collector to be certified. 
b. Update of the progress of the Sanbornton Telecommunications Advisory Committee (STAC) in preparing a new Telecommunications Section of the Energy Chapter of the Sanbornton Master Plan and related activities of the LRPC's “Broadband Stakeholder Group” meeting – Planner Ward reported the STAC will be formed by the BOS after the posted closing for interested candidates of June 30th. Planner Ward noted people should contact the BOS if interested and he has given the Selectmen a list of potential candidates as well. Planner Ward informed the PB that he attended a meeting of the LRPC's “Broadband Stakeholder Group” regarding the community mapping project on Monday, which is well under way through grant funding to show coverage areas of Towns. Planner Ward stated the Town of Danbury has been selected for the study, due to the lack of coverage and a meeting will be held in a couple of months. Planner Ward noted Ian Raymond on the House of Representative’s Science & Technology Committee is still working on a few telecommunications House Bills.    
New Business

a. Public Hearing @ 7:15 p.m. for a Site Plan Review Application (#P13-S04) of site plan revisions to an existing cell tower facility proposed by New Cingular Wireless (aka AT&T) as the Applicant, the cell tower is located at 173 Brook Road (Tax Map 20, Lot 19) in the Forest Conservation Zoning District. A Conditional Use Permit has been requested as well under the provisions of Article 4, Section G of the Zoning Ordinance – New Cingular Wireless Representative, Timothy Green was present. Planner Ward reported that both hearings have been posted in the newspaper (Daily Sun) as well as, at the Town Office, the Post Office and Towns within twenty miles have been notified as well. Mr. Green explained the existing site has four carriers with a triangular mount on the cell tower and the proposal would allow for a 4G LTE upgrade. Mr. Green stated they will be changing out the “DC” cabinet which is the size of a refrigerator and then will check the equipment monthly. The PB reviewed plans. Chair Bormes opened the Public Hearing at 7:24 p.m. Colonel Laflamme stated he is a land owner and there has been no real activity outside of the fenced area of the tower. Selectman Ober asked if the tower's antennas will be getting smaller and Mr. Green replied no, they might get bigger because we are trying to do more with them. Planner Ward asked if AT&T feels there is adequate coverage in Town. Mr. Green replied the company will upgrade existing towers, unless there are enough complaints then they would look for a new cell tower site. Planner Ward informed Mr. Green of the STAC and asked if he or the company could be contacted for information. Mr. Green replied yes but his department is not involved in coverage, just the real estate end of things. Mr. Green offered to point Planner Ward to the appropriate department. Chair Bormes closed the Public Hearing at 7:31 p.m. Dick Gardner made a motion to approve the Site Plan Review Application and Conditional Use Permit for application #P13-S04. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.       

       





 

         
b. Public Hearing @ 7:30 p.m. for a Site Plan Review Application (#P13-S05) of site plan revisions to an existing cell tower facility proposed by New Cingular Wireless (aka AT&T) as the Applicant, the cell tower is located at 516 Steele Hill Road (Tax Map 4, Lot 63) in the Forest Conservation Zoning District. A Conditional Use Permit has been requested as well under the provisions of Article 4, Section G of the Zoning Ordinance – Mr. Green explained this tower is the same scenario as the other with outdoor cabinets for the equipment. The PB reviewed plans. Selectman Ober asked if the cabinets were all the same size and Mr. Green replied yes, they are all within the fenced compound area. Chair Bormes opened the Public Hearing at 7:43 and immediately closed, no public was present. Carmine Cioffi made a motion to approve the Site Plan Review Application and Conditional Use Permit for application #P13-S05. Evelyn Auger seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.     
         
Old Business - continued  
c. Update on status of Giguere Auto Wholesalers – Planner Ward stated Giguere is in the process of moving the utility pole for commercial access on Route #3 and a pre-construction meeting was held with Keach & Nordstrom. Planner Ward stated Giguere has submitted a draft annual maintenance report which has been reviewed by himself and Keach & Nordstrom and they are satisfied with the submission. Planner Ward noted the BOS will be signing the project's oversight contract for Keach & Nordstrom and he will be submitting a letter regarding the estimate of $2,500 dollars (escrow account). Selectman Ober asked if the storm management system is “closed” and Planner Ward replied yes, then explained how it works. Planner Ward noted there is a provision for an extension, if Giguere does not meet the August 31st deadline. Dick Gardner asked if the NH DOT was involved and Planner Ward replied yes. 


   






d. Update Re: CPG Program – Planner Ward informed the PB – The grant's contract between the Town and HUD has been sent to Town Counsel for legal review, due to federal funding questions for the requirements of “Sub Tier 1”. Planner Ward stated the LRPC's contract will be signed by the BOS at their July 3rd meeting as well.   

Other Business – Evelyn Auger has been reappointed by the BOS, Will Ellis still needs to be re-appointed. Private Cemeteries; Evelyn Auger stated the Town may want to consider language in the ordinance for people who purchase property with an existing private family cemetery and then a member dies & requests to be buried with the family. Will Ellis explained that is a separate survey and the cemetery has a boundary. Evelyn Auger explained her concern is ownership over time. Tabled.
