The meeting was called to order by Planning Board Chair, Don Bormes at 7:06 p.m.

Seating of Alternates for absent Regular Members – Will Ellis was asked to be a voting member in Carmine Cioffi’s absence.  

Review and Approve draft minutes for 09/05/2013 meeting:  Evelyn Auger made a motion to approve the draft meeting minutes of 09/05/2013 with Dick’s correction. Dick Gardner seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Old Business

5.b. Update on Giguere Auto Wholesalers installation of storm water management system – Planner Ward reviewed with the PB an e-mail from Giguere's Engineer Jiri Hajek dated 09/19/2013. Hajek’s email contained a “preliminary construction schedule” which stated that the Giguere project’s storm water management system has an “anticipated finish” date of 

11/25/2013 and as-built plans for the same date.  Final paving is scheduled to be completed by 05/15/2014. 
                  New Business

4.a. PUBLIC HEARING: 7:15 pm, Application P13-S07, Consideration of proposed two lot subdivision and boundary line adjustment, proposed by Michael & Jeanne Auger and Scott & Kimberly Auger, as applicants and owners of Tax Map 9 Lots 26, 26A & 26-1, a 70-acre property located at the corner of Hale Road & Mountain Road in the General Agricultural and Forest Conservation Zoning Districts.  At 7:15 pm Planning Board member Evelyn Auger recused herself from the Board and sat in the audience.  Board Chairman Bormes opened the public hearing at 7:15 pm.  Planner Ward reported that all notices were provided as required by law.  He asked the Board for a decision concerning the filing fees and reported that the applicant had paid the filings fees required for a Minor (2-Lot) Subdivision ($150) but that he had not collected filing fees for a Boundary Line Adjustment (BLA) which would require an additional $100 according to the Board’s fee schedule.  After discussion concerning the filing fee matter Dick Gardner moved that the Board would not require the additional BLA fee, the motion was seconded by Will Ellis and approved unanimously.  The Board next considered the applicant’s request for waivers of checklist items 6 (boundary survey), 13 (overlay district boundaries), 15 (topography), 16 (steep slope/wetlands delineation) and 19 (delineation of man-made and natural resources).  After discussion concerning the waiver requests Dick Gardner moved that the Board granted all requested waiver, the motion was seconded by Will Ellis and approved unanimously.  The Board next considered the application for completeness.  After discussion concerning application completeness Dick Gardner moved that the Board accept the application as complete, the motion was seconded by Will Ellis and approved unanimously.  The application was presented by the applicants’ land surveyor Ron Johnson.  Board Chairman Bormes asked if there were any questions or comments from any abutters.  There were no abutters present.  After reviewing the details of the proposed subdivision and boundary line adjustment the Board considered the application for approval.  After discussion concerning the merits of the application Dick Gardner moved that the Board approve the application.  The motion was seconded by Will Ellis and approved unanimously.  Chairman Bormes adjourned the public hearing at 7:40 pm.  After adjournment, Planning Board member Evelyn Auger resumed her seat on the Board.
4.b. Consideration of application for Certificate of Zoning Compliance permit on a private road as provided for in RSA 674:41 as per application of Candice Bergeron concerning property located at 20 Osborne Circle (Tax Map 11 / Lot 46).  Applicant Bergeron presented her application.  Evelyn Auger asked if the Osborne Condominium rules were legally filed and Bergeron answered no.  Evelyn then asked if the new building must follow a specified footprint for the proposed building and Bergeron answered no.  After the presentation was completed and the Planning Board completed its discussion Dick Gardner moved that the Planning Board, as provided in RSA 674:41, recommend to the Board of Selectmen that the BOS authorize the Zoning Enforcement Officer to process the Bergeron application for a Certificate of Zoning Compliance permit on Osborne Circle, a Class VI road.  Evelyn Auger seconded the motion and the motion was approved unanimously.
4.c. Consideration of application for Certificate of Zoning Compliance permit on a private right of way as provided for in RSA 674:41 as per application of Fred Peterson for property located at 3 Lower Bay Road (Tax Map 18 / Lot 64).  Town Planner Ward presented the details of the Peterson application.  After the Planning Board completed its discussion Evelyn Auger moved that the Planning Board, as provided in RSA 674:41, recommend to the Board of Selectmen that the BOS authorize the Zoning Enforcement Officer to process the Peterson application for a Certificate of Zoning Compliance permit on a private right-of-way off Lower Bay Road.  Will Ellis seconded the motion and the motion was approved by a vote of 3 yes votes and 1 no vote.
4.d. Consideration of application for Certificate of Zoning Compliance permit on a private road as provided for in RSA 674:41 as per application of Graham Johnson for property located at 3 Lakeside Drive (Tax Map 12 / Lot 122).  Town Planner Ward presented the details of the Johnson application.  After the Planning Board completed its discussion Evelyn Auger moved that the Planning Board, as provided in RSA 674:41, recommend to the Board of Selectmen that the BOS authorize the Zoning Enforcement Officer to process the Johnson application for a Certificate of Zoning Compliance permit on a private road.  Will Ellis seconded the motion and the motion was approved unanimously.
5.a. Further consideration of draft Housing Chapter:  The Planning Board continued its review of the Housing Chapter as proposed for eventual adoption by Planning Board into the Sanbornton Master Plan.  Will Ellis suggested that data be added concerning accessory apartments and supported his suggestion based on the likelihood that having such data would avoid a legal challenge by a workforce housing developer.  Town Planner Ward will prepare a draft showing accessory apartment and rental data for consideration by the Planning Board at its 10/17/2013 meeting.  The Board will also continue its discussion of the proposed Housing Chapter. 
5.a. Discussion regarding the “Community Planning Grant” (CPG) Program:  Town Planner Ward reviewed various administrative matters with the planning Board and updated the Board on the status of matters related to the CPG project.  
Other Business – Town Planner Ward updated the Board concerning the process for establishing the Sanbornton Telecommunications Advisory Committee (STAC) and provided the Board with a list of seven potential members of the Committee.  After some discussion Dick Gardner moved that the Planning Board establish the STAC as an advisory committee to the Planning Board tasked with the preparation of a draft Telecommunications Chapter of the Master Plan which will be presented by the STAC to the Planning Board for consideration and eventual adoption into the Master Plan.  This motion was seconded by Evelyn Auger and approved unanimously.
Planners Update

a. Correspondence – None at this time. 
b. Upcoming meetings, conferences & workshops – Town Planner Ward provided the Board with information on several up-coming meetings having to do with either housing or economic development.
Meeting Adjourned, The meeting adjourned at 9:00 p.m.
