The regular meeting was called to order by Acting Planning Board Chair, Evelyn Auger at 7:01 p.m.

Seating of Alternates for absent Regular Members – Will Ellis was asked to be a voting member in Chair Bormes’ absence. 
Review & Approval of draft PB minutes of 8/07/14 – Selectman Ober made a motion to approve the draft meeting minutes of 8/07/14 without correction. Dick Gardner seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.    

New Business

a. Public Hearing Re: Application for approval of proposed Conditional Use Permit, Requested by Verizon Wireless, as Applicant. Proposal is for modifications to an existing Cellular Tower located on 516 Steele Hill Road (Tax Map 4, Lot 63) and identified as being in the Forest Conservation Zoning District – Verizon’s Legal Counsel, Matt Whitehead was present. The PB reviewed a waiver request. Dick Gardner made a motion to accept the waiver request as submitted. Evelyn Auger seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Dick Gardner made a motion to accept the Conditional Use Permit application as complete. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Mr. Whitehead explained that they are switching out three of the existing antennas for newer technology and the new antennas will look identical to the old ones. Mr. Whitehead noted there would not be any ground work at the site. Acting Chair Auger opened the Public Hearing at 7:12 p.m. A brief discussion was held regarding increases broad band service. The Public Hearing was closed at 7:15 p.m. Selectman Ober made a motion to approve the Conditional Use Permit for the Verizon Cellular Tower. Dick Gardner seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.      
b. Public Hearing Re: Application for approval of proposed minor Subdivision of a 14.5 acre lot, Requested by Mary Ahlgren, as Applicant. Proposal is for a two-lot subdivision of property located at 363 Calef Hill Road (Tax Map 27, Lot 7) and identified as being in the General Agricultural Zoning District - Land Surveyor, Paul Zuzgo and Mary Ahlgren were present. The PB reviewed a waiver request. Selectman Ober made a motion to accept the waiver request as submitted. Will Ellis seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Dick Gardner made a motion to accept the Ahlgren’s Subdivision application as complete. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Surveyor Zuzgo explained the new lot being created would be 3.37 acres. Surveyor Zuzgo stated the property has an existing driveway and he still needs to get NH DES subdivision approval. Acting Chair Auger opened the Public Hearing at 7:24 p.m. Planner Ward stated the subdivision is missing the 5% set aside of conservation easement land that the Town’s regulations require. Bob Aller (abutter) expressed concern with water run-off to the southerly side of Calef Hill road and has spoken with various Road Agents/DPW Directors. Surveyor Zuzgo replied the driveway and the home’s foundation are pre-existing, so the impact will be minimal. Surveyor Zuzgo noted the set-aside would be approximately ¾ of an acre. Planner Ward replied yes, the conservation easement area needs to shown on the plan and offered to supply the language for the note’s section. Dick Gardner made a motion to approve the Mary Ahlgren’s Subdivision conditionally upon receiving the NH DES subdivision approval and the 5% land conservation set-aside for the conservation easement. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.       
Old Business

a. Update Re: Giguere Auto Wholesalers Site Plan and storm water management system and consideration of granting Final Site Plan Approval of amended plans – Engineer Jiri Hyek, Manager Jeff Isabelle and Attorney Mark Derby were present. Attorney Derby stated Giguere has submitted “as built” plans to comply with condition number five, to receive third party review. Attorney Derby stated his clients have concerns with the thirty day appeal period (RSA 677:15). Planner Ward stated that the PB’s Attorney Waugh advised that any action by the PB would apply, which includes tonight’s decision. Planner Ward referred to the Town’s Subdivision Regulations, Section 5.2 (e) and noted conditional approval was granted on 9/20/2012. Planner Ward stated there are no substantive changes, tonight the Board is making sure the Storm Water Management system is to plan because of a slight deviation in the original plan that cased a pipe to be on the abutter’s land, so an easement was needed. Attorney Derby concurred the changes are ministerial in nature and requested the PB acknowledge compliance of the conditional approval. Acting Chair Auger agreed the PB would just be accepting the conditions and just getting the results of the final picture and is not sure this would start a new appeal period because the Site Plan has already been approved. Planner Ward reported Keach & Nordstrom did a “final hour” review and submitted a letter of completion but he had five questions that he had answered via telephone. 
1. Did Giguere Auto comply with the terms of the conditional approval – yes. 

2. Was the Site Plan adjusted and shown on the plan –yes. 

3. Is the Storm Water Management system properly installed – yes, with best management practices and with greater capacity as modified & installed.

4. Is the new location of the Storm Water Management system shown accurately on the Site Plan – yes. 

5. Installed to the construction plans – yes.    
Planner Ward stated he feels that Giguere Auto’s amended Site Plan is an improvement over the original plan. Planner Ward noted the approved plan was recorded at the county registry. The PB reviewed RSA 676:4(i). Acting Chair Auger noted if this was considered a final approval then the subdivision plan they just approved, earlier in the meeting, would also need to come back to the PB. After a brief discussion, Dick Gardner made a motion to acknowledge compliance of all outstanding conditions of Giguere Auto Wholesaler’s Site Plan and to direct the PB Chair to sign the amended Site Plan. Chair Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  Planner Ward noted there is still an outstanding invoice with Keach & Nordstrom, which Giguere Auto must pay before the Site Plan will be signed & filed at the Belknap County Registry of Deeds.  
Other Business

a. Distribution of file information Re: previously approved Site [plan for Long Look Lodge wedding venue/function hall – The PB was provided a packet of information for review and discussion at a later date.
