The regular meeting was called to order by Planning Board Chair, Don Bormes at 7:01 p.m.

Seating of Alternates for absent Regular Members – Will Ellis was asked to be a voting member in Carmine Cioffi's place.  

Letter from Carmine Cioffi – The PB reviewed a letter from Mr. Cioffi, resigning as a full member of the Planning Board and requesting to remain on the board as an Alternate member. The PB accepted Mr. Cioffi’s request. Chair Bormes stated he would ask the BOS to waive the interview process.   
Review & Approval of draft PB minutes of 9/04/14 –Evelyn Auger made a motion to approve the draft meeting minutes of 9/04/14 without correction. Will Ellis seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.    

New Business

a. Review of schedule for Zoning Amendments to be considered at Town Meeting 2015 – Planner Ward reported a schedule will be drafted as soon as he receives the March Town Meeting dates calendar from the NH Municipal Association/Local Government Center. 
Old Business

a. Continued discussion Re: draft Telecommunication Chapter of the Master Plan – Planner Ward stated the Board received the presentation of the Telecommunications Chapter by STAC Chair Sylvester and now the PB can review the chapter for amendments then hold a Public Hearing for adoption into the Town’s Master Plan. Dick Gardner stated he was one of the PB’s representative on this committee and feels it is important, plus there are possible things to consider. Planner Ward noted the chapter has some action items with recommendations. Evelyn Auger stated the PB cannot make people create minimum broadband requirements, the board should be saying “might” or “wish they would” create requirements. Evelyn Auger noted there are things currently in the Town’s Master Plan that have never been initiated. Evelyn Auger presented the PB with three booklets, one was an engineering study of the Town’s Buildings from 1963 done by Metcalf & Eddy in the 1963 Master Plan. Evelyn Auger stated the Town was lucky to get three out of ten goals accomplished. Chair Bormes stated as it stands now, we could take the 1963 Master Plan’s Community Facilities Chapter and change the date to today. Gail Morrison informed the board that she likes the first paragraph of the STAC’s draft Telecommunications Chapter because it keeps the Town’s citizens informed. Dick Gardner suggested changing the first word in the second paragraph of page one from “However” to “Currently” because it explains what the Town has for services. Page #5 – Dick Gardner referred to the word “create” in the first bullet point and suggested the language should help “encourage” Metro Cast & Fair Point provide better economic development for the Town. Planner Ward asked if the PB wanted to see the STAC maintained. Dick Gardner asked if a meeting was scheduled with the Town’s Attorney at Donahue Tucker & Ciandella (DTC). Planner Ward informed the board he has been in contact with Attorney, Kate Miller of DTC and he will be trying to schedule an informational meeting with the Attorney Miller, the BOS and the STAC during the PB’s first meeting in October (10/2/14). Evelyn Auger recommended someone research how the Town got where it is today regarding telecommunications and see what empowers the Town in those contracts because she feels something was dropped out of the contract. Dick Gardner noted the Board of Selectmen would be the negotiators of the contract. The PB amended the first sentence to read: “Following is a list of items for consideration by the Town of Sanbornton.” Dick Gardner made a motion to accept the draft Telecommunications Chapter with the changes outlined. Evelyn Auger seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.           
Other Business
a. Moving the Planning & Zoning Office within the Selectmen’s Office – Planner Ward reported that he would be switching office space with the Finance Officer and no new walls would be erected. 
b. Board of Selectmen’s request for Town Building Space Needs study – Planner Ward noted the Town Park’s buildings have been condemned, which has displaced the Recreation Coordinator & the Over Seer of the Public Welfare. Planner Ward explained the Selectmen are looking for an accurate inventory of spaces & availability with a detailed list of town’s assets and an assessment of departmental needs. Dick Gardner feels the Town Administrator or Capital Improvements Program Committee, would address this more quickly and could even be a one person job. Evelyn Auger replied the Town Administrator wouldn’t have time for this, the BOS give him enough work and feels the BOS should be doing this, like they use to…. Volunteering & following through. Dick Gardner replied things are not like that anymore, the Town needs to be run like a business with good decision making. Evelyn Auger stated they shouldn’t run unless they are willing to put in the time. Evelyn Auger made a motion to request the establishment of a Building Space Needs Advisory Committee comprised of five total members, four from a Board/Committee (1 PB Member included) and one Citizens Representative. Board of Selectmen to appoint the remaining vacancies. Will Ellis seconded the motion and the motion passed. Dick Gardner was opposed. 

c. Review Planning Board’s Annual Plan of Work from 2013-2014, discuss PB’s goals & priorities and determine 2014-2015 Annual Plan of Work – The PB reviewed what had been completed on their 2013-2014 Annual Plan of Work with some of the items to be carried forward to the 2014-2015 Annual Plan of Work.

1. Community Facilities Plan & Space Needs Study

2. Amend Subdivision Regulations (add review of Lot Line Adjustment regulations – no set aside for conservation) 
3. Senior Housing 

4. Potential update to the Aquifer Overlay Zone

6. Zoning Amendments – with discussion of Workforce Housing ONLY! 
7. Detached Accessory Apartments
