Call to order:

At 7:05 PM the meeting was called to order by Bob Ward acting as Chairman pro tem due to the lack of an elected Committee Chair.  Bob indicated that this meeting was being held as an organizational meeting and thus no formal actions would be taken by the Committee other than administrative decisions. 
Introductions:


The members of the STAC introduced themselves and explained their interest in serving on the STAC.  Susan indicated that she came to the STAC via her involvement with the Lakes Region Planning Commission’s broadband project.  Karen stated that she is representing both the Board of Selectmen and the Planning Board.  Roger stated that he is representing the Budget Committee and has an interest in broadband.  Ian stated that he comes to the STAC via his position in the State Legislature on the Science and Technology Committee.


Bob stated that he will be providing technical and administrative support to the Committee.  Bob offered to serve as clerk to the STAC and to prepare meeting minutes per the requirements of RSA 91-A since the STAC is a town committee.  The STAC accepted Bob’s offer to serve as Committee clerk.
Review of committee task assignment, process and time frame for completion of assignment:


Bob stated that the STAC is an advisory committee to the Planning Board and reviewed the Committee’s task which is to prepare a draft “Telecommunications Chapter” for the Master Plan and to present this, when ready, to the Planning Board for public hearing and ultimate adoption.  Ian asked if the STAC would then cease to exist or if it would continue on with other roles.  Bob’s answer was that the STAC could continue beyond the completion of the draft Telecommunications Chapter if the STAC and the Board of Selectmen felt there were other tasks for the STAC to implement.

Bob reviewed a proposed process for preparing the draft Telecommunications Chapter and indicated that the STAC could review and modify the process as it wishes.  Bob expressed his best guess for the timeframe for completing the task as approximately six months, primarily due to the LRPC providing a “model” telecommunications chapter from some other rural community.
Election of committee chair:

Karen Ober nominated Susan Sylvester as STAC Chair.  The motion was seconded by Roger Grey and was approved unanimously.
Distribution & verification of STAC membership information:

Bob distributed a list of STAC members and checked the contact information for accuracy.  Once Bob has checked this information with those STAC members not present, he will distribute the updated member contact list.
Distribution of telecommunications information & reading materials: 

Bob distributed several pieces of telecommunications information for the STAC members to review prior to the next meeting.
Determine STAC meeting schedule:

The Committee selected the second Monday of each month as the regular meeting date for STAC meetings.
