Outreach to Residents/TS Customers
· Lynn Chong suggested that we draft a brochure much like the Campton/Thornton TS to handout to residents to make it clear what the TS accepts and does not accept.  Also, we would include the prices of items.  Jen will draft the flyer.
· Tara suggested going to www.recycleyourplastic.org to create a flyer regarding plastics recycling in the town.  Create the brochure for free with this tool.
· Printing costs were not discussed but that is something that will need to be discussed.

Budget
· The SWC has a sub-committee to look at the 2018 budget.  Those members would like the detailed budget statements every month to assist with the full cost accounting functions
· We need the most up to date information to continue.

· NHDES is looking to hold a manager’s class through the Solid Waste Operator Training Program that would include full cost accounting for a transfer station.  There are tools created by EPA that Tara suggested the SWC, BB & KA take a look at.  These tools will be emailed with these DRAFT minutes.

· NH the Beautiful has a sign that can be filled in monthly to let residents/customers know how their recycling rates are saving the town money.  
Improvements at the TS

· Scrap Metal Pile/Cement Pad 

· Jen (and SWC members) expressed concern for the safety of the TS operators in and around the metal pile.  There needs to be a solution before the pile gets out of hand.

· Is there money available for a cement pad in the budget?
· Used Oil Grant MAY be able to be used to put toward the pad.  Tara discussed with HHW Coordinator.  She will provide the updated application to BB & KA.  +

· Metal pile is getting too large.  Haulers are not able to get to the town as quickly as necessary.  

· Options need to be discussed and the “future state” needs to be decided before any permanent structures are installed.
