MEETING MINUTES
July 23, 2013

John Olmstead called the meeting to order. The board began with the Pledge of Allegiance. Members in attendance were John Olmstead, Don Bormes, Earl Leighton, and Ann Littlefield (alternate and acting clerk). 

The board had discussion about the Rules of Procedure. Particularly reviewed were:

2.4   removal of non-attending member

2.5   delete “Clerk” as an elected position and delete membership of the Clerk 

3.5   re-word to reflect minutes open to public inspection within 5 business days, per RSA 91-A:2,II. 
7.1   insert “business”: “…submitted by the first business day…”

Zoning Enforcement Officer, Bob Ward, was in the audience and helped guide the board in the discussion. 

Don Bormes made a motion to accept the Rules of Procedure, as amended. Earl Leighton seconded the motion.  A vote was taken and the motion passed unanimously. 

Chairman Olmstead told the board he had a phone conversation with Wayne Elliott about his status on the board. Wayne agreed to moving into an alternate status. Olmstead would like to move Tim Lang into a regular member status and has drafted a letter to the Selectmen with this recommendation. 
Chairman Olmstead moved the board into nonpublic session, per RSA 91-A:3,II(b) for the intent of interviewing candidates for the position of Clerk. 

1.  There were two candidates separately interviewed for the position of Clerk. 
2. Following the interviews, board members reviewed their impressions and there was a brief discussion. 

3. Board members reached consensus. Chairman Olmstead will contact the Selectmen with the board’s recommendation. 

4. There was discussion and consensus that the pay rate for the Clerk should be per the town standard for the position. The position should budget for 10-12 hours per month. 

With no other business, Chairman Olmstead adjourned the meeting at 8:30 p.m.
